A five hundred dollar ($500) scholarship will be awarded in June to a member of Pioneer High School's graduating class. 

This is in memory of Mr. Albert J. Bigelow, a teacher in our school district for 26 years and a teacher at Pioneer High School 

for 19 years. 

Mr. Bigelow was particularly interested that this scholarship gives financial assistance to a student who plans to pursue a 

career in music. Preference will be given to students pursuing a career in instrumental music. If a student has a special 

musical talent, this will be given consideration. 

To be eligible for consideration for this scholarship, the following criteria must be met: 

1. Attendance at the Pioneer High School for at least one year. 

2. An academic seven-semester grade average of 85% or better. 

3. Evidence of a dedication to music and the betterment of the whole high school band program. Responsibility, attitude, 

citizenship, and team leadership in the band program are necessary for this scholarship. 

4. Participation in a performing music group for at least three out of four years during your high school career. 

5. Evidence of good school citizenship as determined by: 

a). Participation in at least one school club, co- or extra-curricular activity. 

b). A positive rating by teachers and administrators as an active and positive influence in classes and the school. 

6. Demonstration of financial need will be seriously considered, if other criteria are met. 

7. Graduation from Pioneer High School. 

8. Acceptance at an accredited four-year college/university for the study of music. Preference will be given to those 

attending Ithaca College. 

9. Completion of an application and a written essay. 

10. Possible interview by the selection committee. A screening and selection committee will be composed of: 

a). A high school administrator b). A high school guidance counselor c). Two music teachers, one of whom will be the 

dept. chair. 

The actual five hundred ($500) dollars will be given to the college/university of attendance when the student: 

a).  Completes two years of study 

b). Presents an official college transcript of grades to the Pioneer District Office.

6. Graduation from Pioneer High School. 

7. Acceptance at an accredited school of higher learning beyond the high school level. 

8. A screening and selection committee will be composed of: 

* A high school administrator * A high school guidance counselor * A high school teacher * A Board of Education 
Member 

9. The actual scholarship money will be awarded when the student(s) has:
