The number of credits required to be earned by a student to advance to the next class level:

Freshman
0 to 6 credits plus 0 year of previous high school attendance Sophomore
6+ to 12 credits plus 1 year of previous high school attendance Junior
12+ to 18 credits plus 2 years of previous high school attendance Senior
18+ credits plus 3 years of previous high school attendance

A student’s grade level classification for the upcoming year will be determined at the conclusion of the spring semester each year. Should a student earn enough credits in the fall semester to warrant a change in their grade classification, these adjustments will be made at the end of the fall semester. Students between their junior and senior years may be allowed to participate in senior fund raising activities, pending review by the high school principal and counselor.
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
