Grading
The basis for marking and grading are outgrowths of the graded school and felt necessary for information concerning the status and progress of pupils. A, B, C, D, and F marking system will generally be employed for grades 1 through 12. Objective lists may be used to supplement or replace the traditional grading system at the lower elementary level. Kindergarten may use a checklist of social and maturation skills. Group classes such as art, physical education, chorus and band may be excluded from the A, B, C, D, and F system in grades K-8. Specified high school course offerings may be graded on a pass – fail grading system, as deemed appropriate by the building principal and counselor.
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
