Graduation Ceremonies Participation and Related Issues
A student will be allowed to participate in graduation ceremonies only during the school year in which he/she satisfactorily completes state and local graduation requirements or in the spring of the year of which the student will complete graduation requirements during the upcoming summer session. Furthermore, a student will be eligible to participate in graduation ceremonies only before the age of 21.

All students who walk across the stage to receive a diploma through the Pettis County R-V School District shall be robed in a combination of school colors (black and/or orange) and/or white. The combination of colors will be determined annually by the senior class with input from their class sponsors. While graduation announcements are purchased by the graduate and sent to those whom they choose, it is strongly recommended that the announcements include, in some combination, the black and orange school colors. The exact design will be determined annually by the senior class with input from their class sponsors.
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
