Instruction
Correspondence Courses
Northwest High School will allow correspondence classes to be taken by students and entered upon their official high school transcript. This policy is subject to the following general rules and regulations:
1.   A maximum of two correspondence classes may be taken for credit.
2.   Limited to seniors only.
3.   Prior approval of the high school principal is necessary with courses.
4.   Courses must not be available to the student at Northwest High School in the current school year.

5.   Course credit will be recorded as elective credit only and will not count toward graduation requirements. An exception may be granted with approval of the principal and superintendent if the credit is determined to be necessary for graduation.
6.   Course credit will be recorded after official notification has been received and will be elective credit only with the resulting grade having no bearing on class ranking or grade point average. This must be finalized before the day set for graduation.
7.   Responsibility for correspondence classes falls fully upon the student for materials, fees, tuition, books, enrollment, or other items relative to the proper completion of the course. Exception may be made by the district if the student is completing a course in reference to the District’s gifted program.
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
