DISTRICT ATTENDANCE POLICY
Absences

Arrival—Doors will open at 8:25 a.m. for all students and they will walk directly to class.

e Walkers—enter A Wing South entrance.

e Bikers—enter A Wing South entrance.

e Bus—enter through gyms.

e Car Drop-Off

« 8:25 am—PreK, Kindergarten, & Frist Grade students (and

intermediate siblings) - Main Car Drop off under blue awning.
Students walk directly to their classroom and will be greeted by their
teacher at the classroom door. Faculty and staff will monitor hallways
to ensure all children gets to class.

« 8:25 am— 2", 379 4t and 5t grade - South Parking Lot Drop off.

Eating lunch with your child

Guidelines for eating with your child will be determined by State and District COVID
regulations.

If guests are allowed to eat in the building, the following will apply:

e If you plan on eating lunch with your child you must notify the office prior to the
child’s scheduled lunch time so the office has plenty of time to notify the teacher of
a parent visit.

e There will be a designated table for parents and students to sit when possible.

e If you choose to eat lunch with your student you must follow the school-wide lunch
room procedures.

e Parents, once lunch is over please report back to the office to sign out.

Guidelines for children returning to school after an illness.

CDC guidelines will be followed for anyone testing positive for COVID
19 or exposed to a positive case.

Communicable Disease Policy

For the protection of all school children and staff, students should be kept home or will be
sent home in the following situations:

e Students with a fever of 100 degrees or more will be sent home and can return
when the student is fever free for a 24 hour period without the use of fever reducing
medications (Tylenol, Motrin, etc.).

e Students with any nasal discharge and/or persistent coughing accompanied by
fever will be sent home and can return when fever free for a 24 hour period without
the use of fever reducing medications.
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e Students with vomiting and/or diarrhea will be sent home and can return when the
student has not had an episode for a 24 hour period without the use of medication
(Imodium, Pepto Bismol, etc.).

e Students with any type of rash will be sent home. A rash is defined as an eruption
or oozing of the skin. Students can return the following day if the rash is no longer
visible. If the rash remains, then a clearance must be obtained by a physician
stating the diagnosis and they are clear to return to school.

e Students with any inflammation of the eye or lid will be sent home and can return to
school when a clearance has been obtained by a physician.

When there is reasonable doubt as to the contagiousness of any student who has been
excluded from school for infectious disease, a written statement from the physician can be
required before the student is allowed to return to school.

LOST AND FOUND

We ask parents to encourage their child to check the Lost and Found Department. Each
year many articles go unclaimed. It would be helpful if your child’s name was placed
inside their belongings. Those items misplaced, with child’s names, can be returned to
your child quickly and accurately. Items not claimed by the end of semester will be
donated to Goodwill.

PARENT INVOLVEMENT

Guidelines for parent involvement will be determined by State and District COVID
regulations.

Parents play a vital role in the education of children. Children excel when their parents are
actively involved in the educational process and emphasize the importance of learning to
their children. This involvement may take many different forms, from reading to your child
each evening to becoming a parent volunteer during the school day. We invite you to find a
level of involvement that you are comfortable with and one that fits into your schedule. We
would love to have you involved!

CRISIS PLAN
In the event of an emergency a Quick Reaction Force will respond. Please respect our
policy and procedures during a time of crisis.

Lockdown--Intruder in the building.

Evacuation of Building--Building is deemed unsafe. Students will be escorted to
designated rally point. Parents will be notified through either the LPS district messaging
system or Fort Sill when and where to pick up students.
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STUDENTS WILL NOT BE RELEASED UNTIL ALL STUDENTS ARE ACCOUNTED
FORI!!!

If for some reason Fort Sill closes, Freedom will still follow
Lawton Public Schools closing policies.

WEATHER PROCEDURES

During times of severe weather watches, we will follow the procedures that have been
established by LPS and Ft. Sill. The procedure for severe weather watch are as follows:
monitor NOAA Weather Station, Bring all persons inside, Prepare students by
reviewing weather drill procedures. When severe warning has been issued or spotted
the following will take place:

> Sound the Weather Alert

> Students and Staff will immediately proceed to their assigned Safe
Room

> Remain in Safe Room until warning expires or until Ft. Sill has given the
“All Clear.”

During a severe Weather Warning, STUDENTS WILL NOT BE RELEASED until after Ft.
Sill has given the “ALL CLEAR.” All staff and students will follow procedures taking shelter
so it will not be possible to release students during this time. Freedom has (4) safe rooms
built to FEMA standards to withstand F-5 category Tornados and have the capacity to
occupy all students and staff.
We want to encourage you to keep safe by seeking shelter during a Severe Weather

Warning and wait for the "ALL CLEAR" from Fort Sill before coming to the school to get
your child.

SNOW and ICE
Lawton Public Schools does not dismiss school early in the case of snow or ice. Once
school is in session we stay in session until the end of the school day. All bus routes will

run as normal. School closings will be announced on KSWO TV Channel 7 or you will be
alerted via the district messaging system.

As we head into spring and severe weather season, this letter is to inform you of our procedures here at
Freedom Elementary to ensure the safety of your child(ren).

During times of severe weather watches, we will follow the procedures that have been established by
Lawton Public Schools and Fort Sill. The procedures for a Severe Weather watch are as follows:

*Monitor NOAA Weather Stations.
*Bring all persons inside building.
*Prepare students by reviewing weather drill procedures.

When a Severe Weather Warning has been issued or spotted near Freedom Elementary, the following
will take place:

*Sound the Weather Alert Alarm.

*Students and staff will immediately proceed to their assigned safe room.

*Remain in safe area until warning expires or until Fort Sill has given the “All Clear.”

*LPS Notification via text and phone call messaging announcing severe weather lock down and
then again once the the “All Clear” has been given.

Please know that we take all Severe Weather Warnings seriously. During a Severe Weather Warning,
students will not be released until after the “All Clear” has been given by Fort Sill. All students and staff
will follow procedures taking shelter in their assigned safe room so it will not be possible to release students
during this time. Doing so, would put those concerned in danger. Freedom has four (4) safe rooms built to
FEMA standards to withstand F-5 Category Tornadoes and have the capacity to occupy all students and staff.
All safe rooms are equipped with restrooms and water. We have tornado drills on a regular basis to ensure that
our students and staff know and understand the procedures in case of a tornado.

We want to encourage you to keep safe by seeking shelter during a Severe Weather Warning and wait for the
“All Clear” from Fort Sill before coming to the school to get your child.
