Board regarding the Report on County Board Performance Assessment.  “This Board is required 
to complete a ‘County Board Performance Assessment’ by law (§18-5-1(c).)  There are 17
distinct areas, including things like whether the Board uses a data-based approach to making 
decisions and whether we’re flexible in our decision-making to ensure our goals are achieved 
based on factors such as newer data that we get from a variety of sources, primarily the
Superintendent and central office.  The Board was very close in our responses to the various
areas.  In addition to the areas listed above, we ranked ourselves highest in the areas of 
focus on student achievement, supporting students, monitoring of policies and programs,
effective Board/Superintendent working relationship, well-managed meetings, valuing
training and development, understanding our fiduciary and legal roles, and understanding
that our true constituents are the students.  We ranked ourselves lowest in the area of
engaging parents and the local community.  We will use this assessment as a prompt for us
to concentrate on making this Board more effective.”

     Mr. Dilly read the following reports from schools:
     Flatwoods Elementary:  Students donated an incredible amount of food to the needy at

Christmas.  A Disney on Ice trip is in the works as a reward.

     Frametown Elementary:  Since we have redesigned our Walk to Success to resemble

the model we used several years ago, student groups have actually decreased in number

from nineteen to six, which increases our time on task as well as student learning, while

behavioral disruptions are decreasing.  All of the students did an awesome job with their

Christmas program and we had a record-setting crowd!

     Little Birch Elementary:  Students had the opportunity to have pictures taken with Santa

and participated in Christmas programs before break.  Each class developed their own program

to present to the other students and over 100 parents were in attendance.

     Sutton Elementary:  We have 50 students with perfect attendance for the 2nd 9 weeks and 24 

students that have perfect attendance for the first semester.

     BCMS:  Marilyn Hosey won the County Spelling Bee for this school year.  We have begun our

after-school program (SPLASH).

     BCHS:  We had several students who took the ACT in December.  Most of their scores were 

an improvement from the October testing.  The Guidance Department hosted a Financial Aid

Workshop for seniors with a representative from Glenville State College assisting parents with

2016 FAFSA.  They also talked about scholarship, career and college opportunities.

     The Head Start Policy Council Monthly Report was read.

     Dave Hoover moved and Van Carr approved the Head Start Report to Public for 2014-15

Program Year.
