From the Superintendent
Todd Lettow, H-D CAL Superintendent

In a few short weeks, we will again be back in school. In many
different ways, this year will be unlike any school year we have
ever experienced before. However, even in the midst of the
challenges this year will bring, our staff is excited to welcome your
children back! While we will be diligently focused on the safety of
your children here at school, | also feel that we need to keep “the
main thing the main thing.” In other words, our priority as a district
is to provide students with the best possible education and
continue our vision of “Excellence Every Day!”

As | write this article, the district continues to diligently work on our
Return to Learn plan. The plan remains fluid, as new guidance is
continuously provided by the lowa Department of Education and
lowa Department of Public Health. For those of you that have not
read through the entire Return to Learn plan, it consists of five
different Stages of Instruction, which are as follows:

1. On-site learning with safety precautions (accommodating some
students in distance learning model)

2. On-site learning with increased safety precautions
(accommodating some students in distance learning model)

3. On-site learning while addressing specific exposure areas
where needed (partial required distance learning)

4. Limited capacity of students in classes and/or busses (hybrid
model accommodating students in both on-site and required
distance learning)

5. All-district distance learning (all students in required distance
learning)

The Stage of Instruction that we will be in at any given time
depends on input received from the governing bodies mentioned
above, as well as our Community Health & Safety Partners at
Franklin General Hospital, Franklin Medical Center, lowa Specialty
Clinic, Franklin County Public Health, Butler County Public Health,
Butler County Emergency Management, and our District Nursing
and Administration staff. We are grateful for their input and efforts
in helping bring students back to school, and thank them for all of
the time they have invested in ensuring our students remain safe.

At present, we are preparing to begin the school year in-person. |
realize that students, families, and staff may have different comfort
levels about returning to school in person, and therefore, we will do
our best as a district to accommodate the needs of those that may
choose distance learning. We will be flexible, giving families
options, such as having their student begin the school year in a
required distance learning model, and then, if they so choose,
shifting to in-person or a hybrid model as the school year
progresses. No matter what learning environment you choose for
your student, we ask that students stay caught up with their school
work, so that transitions between different delivery methods are
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seamless. If you would like to discuss the distance learning
options available for your student, please contact your child’s
school for more details.

When the distance learning model is utilized, we will offer both
asynchronous and synchronous learning. Asynchronous learning
is when instruction and learning do not happen at the same time
for all learners. The teacher provides learning resources and tasks
through Schoology or other means, and students access learning
at a time that works for them and their family. Synchronous
learning is an approach where teachers and students are engaged
online in learning at the same time, and learning resources and
tasks are provided through video-conferencing.

While our priority is to provide a quality education for our students,
we also want to be sure that our children are receiving the social
and emotional learning support that they need. This extended
period of isolation due to Covid-19 is difficult enough for adults to
endure, let alone the young people in our community. It is
important to remember that students are also developing
emotionally and socially, as well as academically. No matter what
instructional method students receive this year, we want to make
sure that students are able to connect with teachers and peers,
and cultivate their social and emotional learning.

Over the past several weeks, | have recognized several things
here at CAL and H-D for which | am thankful. The first being our
tremendous staff. This summer, staff in every capacity here at the
school has gone above and beyond to make sure that our students
will receive the best education possible, while putting their own
health and safety at risk. Second, we have Professional Learning
Community Coaches that focus on our individual student needs,
and then work collaboratively to help improve student performance
and teaching skills. Third, our staff continues to have the
opportunity to teach in a 1:1 technology environment, meaning that
each child is provided with a laptop or iPad to help facilitate their
learning. And lastly, | am thankful that our community continues to
entrust CAL and H-D with the care of our students, and the ability
to provide them with outstanding educational opportunities.

En unas pocas semanas, volveremos a la escuela. De muchas
maneras diferentes, este afo sera diferente a cualquier afio
escolar que hayamos experimentado antes. Sin embargo, incluso
en medio de los desafios que traera este afo, jnuestro personal
esta encantado de darle la bienvenida a sus hijos! Si bien nos
centraremos diligentemente en la seguridad de sus hijos aqui en
la escuela, también siento que debemos mantener "lo principal
como lo principal". En otras palabras, nuestra prioridad como
distrito es proporcionar a los estudiantes la mejor educacion
posible y continuar nuestra vision de "jExcelencia todos los dias!"

Mientras escribo este articulo, el distrito continta trabajando
diligentemente en nuestro plan de Regreso al Aprendizaje. El plan
sigue siendo fluido, ya que el Departamento de Educacion de lowa
y el Departamento de Salud Publica de lowa proporcionan
continuamente nuevas orientaciones. Para aquellos de ustedes
que no han leido todo el plan de Regreso al Aprendizaje, consta
de cinco Etapas Diferentes de Instruccion, que son las siguientes:

1. Aprendizaje en el sitio con precauciones de seguridad
(acomodar a algunos estudiantes en el modelo de aprendizaje
a distancia)

2. Aprendizaje en el sitio con mayores precauciones de
seguridad (acomodar a algunos estudiantes en el modelo de
aprendizaje a distancia)

3. Aprendizaje en el sitio mientras se abordan areas de
exposicion especificas donde sea necesario (aprendizaje a
distancia parcial requerido)

4. Capacidad limitada de los estudiantes en clases y / o
autobuses (modelo hibrido que acomoda a los estudiantes en
el aprendizaje a distancia requerido y en el sitio)

5. Aprendizaje a distancia en todo el distrito (todos los
estudiantes en aprendizaje a distancia requerido)

La Etapa de Instruccion en la que nos encontraremos en un
momento dado depende de la informacion recibida de los 6rganos
rectores mencionados anteriormente, asi como de nuestros socios
comunitarios de salud y seguridad en el Hospital General Franklin,
el Centro Médico Franklin, la Clinica de Especialidades de lowa, la
Salud Publica del Condado de Franklin, la Salud Publica del
Condado de Butler, El Manejo de Emergencias del Condado de
Butler y nuestro personal de Administracion y Enfermeria del
Distrito. Estamos agradecidos por sus aportes y esfuerzos para
ayudar a que los estudiantes vuelvan a la escuela, y les
agradecemos por todo el tiempo que han invertido en garantizar
que nuestros estudiantes permanezcan seguros.

En la actualidad, nos estamos preparando para comenzar el afio
escolar en persona. Me doy cuenta de que los estudiantes, las
familias y el personal pueden tener diferentes niveles de
comodidad al regresar a la escuela en persona y, por lo tanto,
haremos nuestro mejor esfuerzo como distrito para satisfacer las
necesidades de aquellos que eligen la educacion a distancia.
Seremos flexibles, brindando opciones a las familias, como hacer
que sus estudiantes comiencen el afo escolar en un modelo de
aprendizaje a distancia requerido y luego, si asi lo eligen, cambiar
a un modelo en persona o hibrido a medida que avanza el afio
escolar. No importa qué ambiente de aprendizaje elija para su
estudiante, les pedimos que se mantengan al dia con su trabajo
escolar, para que las transiciones entre diferentes métodos de
entrega sean fluidas. Si desea hablar sobre las opciones de
aprendizaje a distancia disponibles para su estudiante,
comuniquese con la escuela de su hijo para obtener mas detalles.

Cuando se utiliza el modelo de aprendizaje a distancia,
ofreceremos aprendizaje asincrono y sincronico. El aprendizaje
asincronico es cuando la instruccién y el aprendizaje no ocurren al
mismo tiempo para todos los alumnos. El maestro proporciona
recursos y tareas de aprendizaje a través de Schoology u otros
medios, y los estudiantes acceden al aprendizaje en un momento
que les sirve a ellos y a su familia. El aprendizaje sincrénico es un
enfoque en el que profesores y estudiantes participan en linea en
el aprendizaje al mismo tiempo, y los recursos y tareas de
aprendizaje se proporcionan a través de videoconferencias.

Si bien nuestra prioridad es proporcionar una educacion de
calidad para nuestros estudiantes, también queremos asegurarnos
de que nuestros hijos reciban el apoyo de aprendizaje social y
emocional que necesitan. Este prolongado periodo de aislamiento
debido a Covid-19 es lo suficientemente dificil como para que lo
soporten los adultos, y mucho menos para los jévenes de nuestra
comunidad. Es importante recordar que los estudiantes también
se estan desarrollando emocional y socialmente, asi como
académicamente. No importa qué método de instruccion reciban
los estudiantes este afio, queremos asegurarnos de que los
estudiantes puedan conectarse con maestros y compafieros, y
cultivar su aprendizaje social y emocional.

En las ultimas semanas, he reconocido varias cosas aqui en CAL
y H-D por las cuales estoy agradecido. El primero es nuestro
tremendo personal. Este verano, el personal en todas las
capacidades aqui en la escuela ha hecho todo lo posible para
asegurarse de que nuestros estudiantes reciban la mejor
educacioén posible, al tiempo que ponen en riesgo su propia salud
y seguridad. En segundo lugar, tenemos entrenadores
comunitarios de aprendizaje profesional que se centran en las
necesidades individuales de nuestros estudiantes y luego trabajan
en colaboracion para ayudar a mejorar el rendimiento de los
estudiantes y las habilidades de ensefianza. Tercero, nuestro
personal continua teniendo la oportunidad de ensefar en un
entorno tecnoldgico 1: 1, lo que significa que cada nifio recibe una
computadora portatil o iPad para ayudar a facilitar su aprendizaje.
Y, por ultimo, estoy agradecido de que nuestra comunidad
contintie confiando a CAL y H-D el cuidado de nuestros
estudiantes y la capacidad de brindarles oportunidades educativas
sobresalientes.

The beginning of the year always holds such
excitement and promise, and for us it is an annual rite of
passage where we open our doors and share with you our
hopes and dreams for the coming year. There is no doubt that
this year is uniquely different. Along with the excitement and
promise, there is also uncertainty and fear. | speak for the
entire CAL staff when | say, what a blessing and a privilege it is
to serve you and the entire CAL community. While this school
year will certainly be different than years past, we are
committed to persevering through uncertainty, and in the words
of Gene Kranz (played by Ed Harris in the movie Apollo 13), ‘I
believe that this is going to be our finest hour!”

The teaching staff has been working diligently in their
classrooms to create student-centered environments where all
students achieve their greatest potential. The custodial staff
worked extremely hard over the summer, painting classrooms
and hallways, adding to our playground, and giving everything
a deep cleaning! The building sparkles! As | write this
newsletter, the construction of our “cold hallway” is currently
still underway. We will have an entrance to a courtyard off the
cafeteria where students can choose to eat at lunch, and a
“warm hallway.” | am crossing my fingers that it will be
completed by August 24th! Mrs. Schuler (previously Mrs.
Waage!) has been working hard getting students registered
and ready for school. Registration forms were mailed home
and need to be returned to school in order for your student to
be officially registered for the 2020-2021 school year.

Again this year we are not asking students to bring their own
school supplies. Items that students need will be provided by
the school. We only ask that students bring a “Backpack and a
Smile” on the first day of school. All students will have their
“own” supplies this year, we will not have community supplies
for safety reasons. We will hold back-to-school conferences
on Monday, August 24th from 11:00am-7:00pm. The first
official day of school for ALL students is Tuesday, August
25th. Back-to-school conferences are critical this year. We
will be sharing health and safety precautions with you, so
please make every effort to attend. Face coverings are
encouraged during conferences.

| am very excited about the two new teachers that we have on
staff. We are incredibly lucky to have these amazing teachers
join our team! In fourth grade, Shelby Devora will be bringing
her youth and excitement as a first year teacher! Hannah
Harken joins us from Fort Dodge; she has a wealth of
experience and will be teaching 5th and 6th grade. Another
change is that Kim Anderson and Kelsey Enslin will be splitting
5th grade. These ladies, along with the rest of our staff, make
up a team that will make sure that your students have an
amazing year!

We spent a great deal of the summer planning for the return of
students and staff to the school building. We have purchased
two cloth face coverings and one “Gaiter” type covering for
each student and staff member. Some of the other
precautions that we will have in place include;

e Encouraging and/or requiring the use of face
coverings on the bus, when walking in the hallways,
and other locations as needed

Taking temperatures in the morning
Instruction and practice in proper hand washing
Frequent hand washing and wiping down of surfaces

Social distancing in classrooms, cafeteria, at recess,
and when walking in the hallway,

Eliminating the use of community school supplies
Hand sanitizer stations at entrances

Keeping students in the same groups during lunch
and recesses

e Eliminating visitors in the building

e Increasing custodial staff to ensure the building is
thoroughly cleaned each day

e Separate student drop-off locations

| would ask that as parents you feel comfortable coming to us
with suggestions and/or ideas to help keep students safe. This
is new territory for all of us, and | appreciate and welcome your
advice and suggestions.

We are in our third year of PBIS (Positive Behavior Intervention
and Supports) implementation. As a reminder, our school-wide
behavior expectations are referred to as Cadet Pride
Expectations. The Cadet Pride Expectations are, Be
Responsible, Be Respectful and Be Safe. Students will spend
the first few weeks of school learning what this looks like in all
areas of the building. You can find more information on PBIS
on the school website.

The start of school is truly ‘The Most Wonderful Time of

Year!" This year is no exception. | strongly believe that my
most important job is to ensure that students and staff are safe
and healthy, so that they can have the best school year
possible and reach their greatest potential in all that they do. If

North Side & South Side News

Welcome to Hampton-Dumont Elementary! The summer has
gone by so fast, and as we approach the start of our school
year, we continue to plan and prepare for an excellent fall!
There are so many new and exciting updates to our North Side
and South Side buildings that have happened during our time
away from school starting in March due to COVID. Our teams
have spent an enormous amount of time cleaning, preparing,
and updating for the return of our students.

At South Side, we have added a new raised garden for
students to enjoy. This was made possible by our 5-2-1-0
Healthy Choices Count grant funding and assistance from
many different volunteers, including staff members, parents,
students, and community members. The garden will continue
to grow and provide students with learning opportunities this
fall, and fresh produce to sample as healthy snack options
while at school. Also at South Side, we have completely
updated our cafeteria area, which includes a new ramp, new
flooring, and we will also be adding new tables. As students
enter the building, they will not only notice the new entrance to
the cafeteria, but also the new exterior ramp to the playground!
This update allows for all students to exit safely, and is a big
improvement over the previous stairway. We also have new
updates at our North Side building, that include a blacktopped
parking lot, newly planted trees this summer, and a freshly
painted cafeteria! | am so excited to see students’ and parents'
reactions to all of the new and improved updates at both
buildings!

Next, | want to mention that the Backpack
and a Smile program continues for the
2020-2021 school year! This initiative allows
all students to have everything they need to
be successful at school. All that students
need to do this fall is bring a ‘Backpack and
a Smile’, and the school provides the rest!
Due to COVID-19, students will be provided with all of their
own supplies, and we will transition away from classrooms
using ‘community’ supplies this year, as safety and health are
our main priorities.

Our Elementary buildings will conduct Before School
Conferences/Home Visits on August 24th from 11:00 a.m. to
7:00 p.m. All PK-4 students are encouraged to attend with their
parents or guardians, if possible. The Before School
Conference allows students and their parents the opportunity
to meet their teacher, bring their backpack in, and ask
questions for the upcoming year. Parents of 4 year old
preschool students will be contacted by their child’s teacher to
set up a time for a home visit prior to school starting. We can
also offer an online contact method if you prefer instead.

North Side and South Side Arrival / Dismissal Times

North Side and South Side (Kindergarten Prep-4th) will begin
at 8:15 a.m. in each building. Dismissal of bus students begins
at 3:03 p.m., with the dismissal of town students beginning
shortly after that time. Preschool parents have received
information via mail regarding their child’s session time, and
will receive additional information during home visits. Parents
are encouraged to transport their children to school as closely
to 8:00 a.m. as possible (or 7:45 a.m. if a child is eating
breakfast at school). Students who arrive at school excessively
early are unsupervised. Those students at any elementary

building who are riding a shuttle bus between schools should
arrive at the loading area no earlier than 10 minutes before the
bus is scheduled to depart. Due to COVID 19, we will be
following social distancing protocols, and students will have
temperature checks as they enter the buildings.

Dismissal Format, Bus Rules, and Traffic Reminders
Dismissal may look a little different this fall! South Side will
dismiss all in-town shuttle bus students before dismissing
students being picked up. Following that, the students riding
rural routes will be dismissed to their buses. Please do not
allow your student to play on the playground before being
picked up. There is no supervision in these areas after
school.

North Side K-Prep and Kindergarten students being picked up
will be dismissed to the south side of the building where
parents can pull up, and the child will be escorted by a staff
member to their car. Please do not park on the east side of the
building due to buses loading and unloading.

First Day of Classes for Kindergarten-Prep, Kindergarten,
and Grades 1-4

The first day of classes for H-D Kindergarten-Prep,
Kindergarten, and grades 1-4 students will be Tuesday, August

Hello, everyone! It's very nice to be back in the great state
of lowa, and back in Hampton getting very close to starting
school. | have been on military duty since June 10™. It has
been a long road since March 16, 2020 (when school
dismissed due to COVID-19), and | am very much looking
forward to the 2020-21 school year getting underway. |
know there are a lot of you that are worried about coming
back to school, however that may look to you as a parent
and for your children. | recently saw a post on Facebook by
Annie Koch and others that said, “When a friend says they
are sending their kids back to school...... “ Respond with
‘I'm so proud of you! | know it wasn’t easy making that
decision.” This is so true, and if there are any of you who
are undecided or contemplating your child’s education this
year, please give me a call at the Middle School. 641-456-
4735

| understand that these times we are in are totally unnerving
as a parent, community member, staff member, etc. | want
you to all know that we have been working diligently
creating education plans, health and safety plans, and
thinking about education in a totally different way. Our
teachers have attended classes on how to transition from
what education looked like pre-March 16™ to where we are
today, and they are ready to move forward. This is all going
to be a change for you, your children, the teachers, and the
administration as a whole, but we are going to prevail and
ensure your children continue to receive a top-notch
education. There will be growing pains, and we will all go
through them together. With input from everyone, we will
adapt our plans and continue to modify our teaching
practices.

With all of this said, three of the main concerns that have
been brought to my attention are: how will the Middle
School handle students that exhibit symptoms of COVID-
19; does the Middle School have plans for entry, departure,
and lunch every day; and will students and staff be required
to wear masks of some sort? We will have Entry Control
Points (ECP) for each grade level, and will have two people
at each ECP checking temperatures of students as they
enter the building. Any student exhibiting a high
temperature will be monitored and parents called as
needed. This plan covers all students, whether they ride a
bus, walk or ride bikes, or are dropped off by
parents/guardians.

We plan to dismiss students at the end of the day according
to how they get to school in the mornings (bus rider, walker,
or parental transport). We will space the dismissal of
students out so everyone isn’t on top of each other as they
leave the building. We will also be running a little longer
lunch schedule each day, with our lunchroom having only

three students per table, and only one grade level eating at
one time. The other half of the students will take their trays
to the class they were in prior to the lunch period

starting. The dismissal from lunch will be by table so the
dumping station is not congested with students, and they
will practice social distancing (six-foot distance rule) as they
wait to dump their trays. The tables and classroom desks
where students were eating will be disinfected in between
each lunch group.

Lastly, at this time, we are highly encouraging all students
to wear facial protection, but it is not a requirement. Our
teachers will be required to wear facial protection and
disinfect their classrooms at the end of each period, prior to
the next class entering the classroom. We also have a flow
pattern set for our building, which will be utilized upon entry,
departure, passing times, and lunchtime. Students and
staff who need to be in the halls while classes are in
session will not have to follow the flow pattern. They will
follow the six-foot distance rule as they move to their
intended destinations. We will educate all students on the
first day of school on how the flow pattern will work and the
ins and outs of the health and safety plan as a whole.

Again, if you have worries or concerns, please give me a
call at the number previously stated so we can work
through your concerns. We are here for you and want you
to feel safe knowing that H-D is doing everything to keep
your children safe, and at the same time making sure they
get a top-notch education.

Next, | want to address school supplies at the Middle
School. Your children will not need to purchase school
supplies this year, as H-D will again continue the Backpack
and a Smile program. Your children will get their supplies
from their homeroom teachers when they come to class on
Tuesday, August 25™.

Lastly, our staff throughout the district asked to have
conferences on the first day of school, so that you can meet
your children’s’ teachers, attain schedules, orientate you
and your child with the Middle School if you will be in this
building for the first time, or reacquaint yourself with the
building, for those who haven’t been back since March

16™. This will also be a time that you can observe the
health and safety practices we will have in place on opening
day, and ask any questions that you may have.

As always, thank you very much for allowing us to educate
your children at the Middle School, and we look forward to
getting the year off to a wonderful start.

Entiendo que en estos momentos en los que estamos
desconcertantes como padres, miembros de la comunidad,
miembros del personal, etc. Quiero que sepan que hemos
estado trabajando diligentemente creando planes educativos,
planes de salud y seguridad, y pensando en la educacién en
una manera totalmente diferente. Nuestros maestros han
asistido a clases sobre cémo hacer la transicion de lo que
parecia la educacion antes del 16 de marzo a donde estamos
hoy, y estan listos para seguir adelante. Todo esto sera un
cambio para usted, sus hijos, los maestros y la administracion
en general, pero prevaleceremos y aseguraremos que sus
hijos continuen recibiendo una educacién de primer nivel.

personal que usen mascaras de algun tipo? Tendremos
puntos de control de entrada (ECP) para cada nivel de grado,
y tendremos dos personas en cada ECP que verifiquen las
temperaturas de los estudiantes al entrar al edificio. Cualquier
estudiante que exhiba una temperatura alta sera monitoreado
y los padres seran llamados segun sea necesario. Este plan
cubre a todos los estudiantes, ya sea que viajen en autobus,
caminen o monten en bicicleta, o que los padres/tutores los
dejen.

Planeamos despedir a los estudiantes al final del dia de
acuerdo con la forma en que llegan a la escuela por las
mafanas (autobus, caminante o transporte de los padres).
Espaciaremos el despido de estudiantes para que no todos
estén uno encima del otro cuando salgan del edificio. También
tendremos un horario de almuerzo un poco mas largo cada
dia, con nuestro comedor con solo tres estudiantes por mesa y
solo un nivel de grado comiendo a la vez. La otra mitad de los
estudiantes llevara sus bandejas a la clase en la que estaban

antes de que comenzara el periodo del almuerzo. La salida del
almuerzo sera por mesa, por lo que la estacion de descarga
no esta congestionada con los estudiantes, y practicaran el
distanciamiento social (regla de la distancia de seis pies)
mientras esperan para tirar sus bandejas. Las mesas y
pupitres donde los estudiantes estaban comiendo seran
desinfectadas entre cada grupo de almuerzo.

Por ultimo, en este momento, estamos alentando a todos los
estudiantes a usar proteccion facial, pero no es un requisito.
Nuestros maestros deberan usar proteccion facial y
desinfectar sus salons al final de cada periodo, antes de que la
préxima clase ingrese al salon. También tenemos un patron de
guia de transito establecido para nuestro edificio, que se
utilizara a la entrada, salida, horarios y almuerzo. Los
estudiantes y el personal que necesitan estar en los pasillos
mientras las clases estan en sesion no tendran que seguir el
patrén de guia de transito. Seguiran la regla de la distancia de
seis pies mientras se mueven a sus destinos previstos.

HDHS Moving Forward with 2020-2021

Welcome back to another school year! We miss you! | pray
that this letter finds you well, and ready to get back to guided
learning. While this year will undoubtedly bring with it many
challenges, | want you all to know that we have a staff
dedicated to provide each and every student the best possible
educational experience under whatever circumstances we find
ourselves facing. Many staff have put in extra time over the
summer working to enhance our educational delivery system in
order to be better prepared for the needs of our students and
families. Our goal is to provide a high-quality education to
every student, whether they attend in-person for each class,
some classes, or chose to utilize distance learning for all.

| think we can all agree that face-to-face instruction with a
highly qualified instructor is the best method of instruction
under most any circumstance. Any form of long-term distance
learning on a large scale cannot effectively replace in-person
learning. With that said, face-to-face instruction can be
enhanced with the right kind (content, mode of delivery,
expectation, execution) of distance learning. Enhancing face-
face-to-face instruction is only one reason why HDHS will be
using one day per week as a distance learning day for all
students as we transition to a 4-period day for the 2020-2021
school year.

The 4-Period Day

It was not long after March 13, 2020 (the last Friday we were in
school) that we realized that our current schedule was not at all
optimal for distance learning, and we began to work on
developing a new schedule. Our driving question: “How do we
think outside the box to support all of our students as we head
into a new form of learning?” We know things will look different.
Learning as we know it may never look the same — and that
could be a good thing! How do we make it so?

Why?
We wanted to:

e Find the most supportive schedule in a manageable
format for students, parents, and teachers

e Utilize distance learning each week with support of
face-to-face learning in order to build the effective
capacity of teachers and students in using a distance
learning format

e Provide a means of high-quality learning for all
students, regardless of the physical setting of the
class (accommodate students at school and those
who chose to learn from a distance)

e Increase instructional time to improve academic rigor
Reduce class size to improve learning and ability to
social distance

e Limit the amount of time in hallways to reduce risk of
spreading illness and increase instructional time

e Reduce the stress on students by limiting the number
of courses a student has to manage (reduced from 8
to 4) at any given time

e Implement a schedule that can be easily adapted to
change

How?

Under normal conditions in which we are able to conduct face-
to-face instruction, classes will be held in-person on Monday,
Tuesday, Thursday and Friday. Wednesday will be reserved
for distance learning, though the school will be open and
students are welcome to be at the school to meet with
teachers, access internet, study, eat school meals, etc.
Teacher office/prep time will also be scheduled on
Wednesdays.

Students will register for 8 periods of classes each semester,
but will be responsible for 4 classes per day per quarter.
Students will have the same 4 classes daily for the duration of
the quarter. 15t semester will look like this:

In order to accommodate students whose circumstances
require them to not attend school in-person (whether that is
starting the year at home, or needing to switch between at-
school or at-home distance learning sometime during the year)
we are offering distance learning opportunities. Distance
learning sections will be offered for each core class required
for graduation progress, as well as some electives for all
students whose circumstances require distance learning
options. Again, our intent is to be able to accommodate the
needs of all students who may need to switch between types of
learning. All classes will be offered as distance learning if
conditions require such throughout the year.

The Wednesday component is new and different from the
traditional look of our schedule; however, this component will
help to ensure the successful transition to an 85-minute, 4-
period day, as well as enhance our staff and students’ ability to
effectively use distance learning as needed. Each class will
also have required distance learning each Wednesday.
Students will be expected to prepare for and participate in the
required distance learning work every Wednesday.

The HDHS staff is dedicated to providing the best education
possible to our students, and very much appreciates the
community’s expectation for the same. The support our
community has shown us over the years is also very much
appreciated. If you have any reservations, concerns or
questions regarding our ability to serve your educational
needs, please contact our office so that we can review with you
all of the options available to help you achieve success under
your unique circumstances.



HDHS Back-To-School Conferences

HDHS will hold back to school conferences on August 24
from 11:00 AM to 7:00 PM in order to help parents and
students best prepare for the 2020-2021 school year.

Conferences will be used to answer questions from parents
and students regarding anything and all things new for 2020-
2021, whether new to HDHS or not, as well as to gather
important information from students and parents that will help
us provide the best learning opportunities under any
circumstance.

Being a Reader

Raising the “BaR”:
Hampton-Dumont Elementary School
adopts “Being a Reader” curriculum

In the midst of our return to school and adjusting to our new
normal, we will also see a new early reading curriculum being
used in Kindergarten, 15t grade and 2™ grade called “Being a
Reader”. This program is a seamless part of our Collaborative
Literacy suite of curricular materials, which includes, “Making
Meaning” (reading comprehension instruction), “Being a Writer”
(writing instruction), “Guided Spelling” (spelling instruction),
and “SIPPS’ (phonics instruction). The Being a Reader
program is an early reading curriculum that supports students
in learning to read well and developing a love of reading. The
program combines whole-class and small-group instruction to
address the full range of literacy competencies. Small-group
instruction is specifically designed to address foundational
skills, including those important skills of print concepts,
phonological awareness, phonics, fluency, and accuracy. The
Being a Reader program aligns with the “Structured Literacy”
approach, which is identified by the International Dyslexia
Association® as an effective instructional approach for meeting
the needs of students who struggle with learning to read.

With its integrated social-emotional and academic approach
and its alignment with the lowa Academic Standards, we are
excited to have another research-based tool to support our
youngest readers. Our Kindergarten team has used Being a
Reader for a couple of years, so they will be a great support for
our first and second grade teachers as we add the program to
those grade levels. In addition, the Center for Collaborative
Classroom, the nonprofit research organization that developed
Being a Reader, has also provided us with a wealth of
resources for distance learning. So, we will be able to utilize
the concepts of the Being a Reader program whether we are in
school in-person or in distance learning!

Nuestro objetivo es proporcionar una educacién de alta calidad
a todos los estudiantes, ya sea que asistan en persona a cada
clase, algunas clases o que elijan utilizar la educacién a
distancia para todos.

Creo que todos podemos estar de acuerdo en que la
instruccion presencial con un instructor altamente calificado es
el mejor método de instruccién en cualquier circunstancia.
Cualquier forma de aprendizaje a distancia a largo plazo a
gran escala no puede reemplazar efectivamente el aprendizaje
en persona. Dicho esto, la instruccién cara a cara se puede
mejorar con el tipo correcto (contenido, modo de entrega,
expectativa, ejecucion) del aprendizaje a distancia. Mejorar la
instruccién cara a cara es solo una de las razones por las
cuales HDHS utilizara un dia por semana como dia de
aprendizaje a distancia para todos los estudiantes a medida
que hacemos la transicién a un dia de 4 periodos para el afio
escolar 2020-2021.

El dia de 4 periodos

Poco después del 13 de marzo de 2020 (el ultimo viernes que
estuvimos en la escuela) nos dimos cuenta de que nuestro
horario actual no era 6ptimo para el aprendizaje a distancia, y
comenzamos a trabajar en el desarrollo de un nuevo horario.
Nuestra pregunta de manejo: " Como pensamos fuera de la
caja para apoyar a todos nuestros estudiantes mientras nos
dirigimos a una nueva forma de aprendizaje?" Sabemos que
las cosas se veran diferentes. Aprender como lo conocemos
puede que nunca se vea igual, jy eso podria ser algo bueno!
¢ Coémo lo hacemos asi?

¢Por qué?

Nosotros queriamos:

e Encuentre el horario mas favorable en un formato
manejable para estudiantes, padres y maestros.

e Utilice el aprendizaje a distancia cada semana con el
apoyo del aprendizaje presencial para desarrollar la
capacidad efectiva de maestros y estudiantes en el
uso de un formato de aprendizaje a distancia.

e Proporcionar un medio de aprendizaje de alta calidad
para todos los estudiantes, independientemente del
entorno fisico de la clase (acomodar a los estudiantes
en la escuela y a aquellos que optaron por aprender a
distancia)

e Aumentar el tiempo de instruccion para mejorar el
rigor académico.

e Reduce el tamafio de la clase para mejorar el
aprendizaje y la capacidad de distancia social

e Limite la cantidad de tiempo en los pasillos para
reducir el riesgo de propagacion de enfermedades y
aumentar el tiempo de instruccion.

e Reduzca el estrés en los estudiantes limitando la
cantidad de cursos que un estudiante debe
administrar (reducido de 8 a 4) en un momento dado

e Implemente un horario que se pueda adaptar
facilmente al cambio

¢Como?

En condiciones normales en las que podemos impartir
instruccién presencial, las clases se realizaran en persona los
lunes, martes, jueves y viernes. El miércoles estara reservado
para la educacion a distancia, aunque la escuela estara
abierta y los estudiantes pueden asistir a la escuela para
reunirse con los maestros, acceder a Internet, estudiar, comer
comidas escolares, etc. También se programara el horario de
preparacion / la oficina del maestro los miércoles.

Los estudiantes se registraran durante 8 periodos de clases
cada semestre, pero seran responsables de 4 clases por dia
por trimestre. Los estudiantes tendran las mismas 4 clases
diarias durante el trimestre. El primer semestre se vera asi:

Todas las clases se ofreceran como aprendizaje
a distancia si las condiciones lo requieren durante todo el afio.

El componente del miércoles es nuevo y diferente del aspecto
tradicional de nuestro horario; sin embargo, este componente
ayudarg a asegurar la transicion exitosa a un dia de 85
minutos y 4 periodos, asi como a mejorar la capacidad de
nuestro personal y estudiantes para usar efectivamente el
aprendizaje a distancia segun sea necesario. Cada clase
también tendra que aprender a distancia cada miércoles. Se
espera que los estudiantes se preparen y participen en el
trabajo de aprendizaje a distancia requerido todos los
miércoles.

Elevando el “BaR”:
Hampton-Dumont Escuela primaria
adopta el curriculo "Ser lector"

IEn medio de nuestro regreso a la escuela y ajustandonos a nuestra nueva
normalidad, también veremos un nuevo plan de estudios de lectura
temprana que se usa en Kindergarten, 1er grado y 2do grado llamado "Ser
un lector". Este programa es una parte integral de nuestro conjunto de
materiales curriculares de Alfabetizacion colaborativa, que incluye,
"Significado" (instruccion de comprension de lectura), "Ser un escritor"
(instruccioén de escritura), "Ortografia guiada” (instruccién de ortografia) y
"SIPPS "(Instruccion fonética). El programa Being a Reader es un plan de
estudios de lectura temprana que ayuda a los estudiantes a aprender a leer
bien y a desarrollar el amor por la lectura. El programa combina la
instruccién de toda la clase y grupos pequefios para abordar la gama
completa de competencias de alfabetizacién. La instruccion en grupos
pequefios esta disefiada especificamente para abordar las habilidades
fundamentales, incluidas las habilidades importantes de conceptos
impresos, conciencia fonoldgica, fonética, fluidez y precision. El programa
Ser un lector se alinea con el enfoque de "Alfabetizacién estructurada”,
identificado por la International Dyslexia Association® como un enfoque de
instruccion eficaz para satisfacer las necesidades de los estudiantes que
tienen dificultades para aprender a leer.

Con su enfoque socioemocional y académico integrado y su alineacion con
los Estandares Académicos de lowa, estamos entusiasmados de tener otra
herramienta basada en la investigacion para apoyar a nuestros lectores
mas jovenes. Nuestro equipo de Kindergarten ha utilizado Ser lector
durante un par de afos, por lo que seran un gran apoyo para nuestros
maestros de primer y segundo grado a medida que agreguemos el
programa a esos niveles de grado. Ademas, el Center for Collaborative
Classroom, la organizacioén de investigacion sin fines de lucro que
desarroll6 Being a Reader, también nos ha brindado una gran cantidad de
recursos para el aprendizaje a distancia. Por lo tanto, podremos utilizar los
conceptos del programa Ser un lector, ya sea que estemos en la escuela
en persona o en el aprendizaje a distancia.

It’s Time to Ride the Bus!

It's time for students to get on that big yellow bus and head off
for school. Please take a few minutes to review the bus
behavior and safety guidelines with your children. Your help in
explaining the guidelines will help us and make the bus a safe
and caring place to be. Remind students that video cameras
may be in operation on the school buses. The bus rules are as
follows:

1. If you feel sick, stay home! Anyone with symptoms of
illness will not be allowed to ride the bus.

2. If you have been in contact with anyone that has had a
confirmed Covid-19 diagnosis within the past 14 days,
stay home!

3. Depending on current public health guidelines, students
may have their temperature taken before boarding the
bus.

4. Parents/guardians should supply their student with a
reusable mask to be worn on the bus to and from school.
When students enter the bus, they will have their own
personal mask on, and when they arrive at school, that
mask will be placed in their backpack to be used when
they return home. Parents/guardians will be responsible
for washing the transportation mask for their student,
preferably every night. If a student forgets their
transportation mask, a limited number of disposable
masks will be available on the bus for a single day use.

5. Students are encouraged to use the hand sanitizer station
available on the bus.

6. Board the bus from back to front, and exit the bus from
front to back.

7. Remain seated, keeping all parts of your body inside the
bus. Seat assignments will be at the discretion of driver
and/or school disciplinarian. Classroom conversation and
conduct will be observed at all times.

8. Follow all directions of the driver willingly the first time
they are given. Show respect for driver and other
students on the bus.

9. Eating, drinking, or smoking is not permitted. Place all
litter in the trash can.

10. Harassment (teasing, shouting, pushing, or fighting) is not
acceptable and will not be allowed at any time.

11. When entering or exiting the bus, students must be in
view of driver. Always cross in front of bus. Exit only at
assigned stop.

12. Pets, harmful objects, or vandalism are not acceptable
and will not be allowed.

13. Emergency exit procedure drills will apply in the event of
an actual emergency.

Any misbehavior on the bus may result in removal from the
bus for 1-10 days at the discretion of the principal or
superintendent. Serious misbehavior on the bus may also be
cause for punishment up to and including suspension or
expulsion from school. If a student is removed from the bus, it
is the responsibility of the parent to get them to school.

It is our intent that bus transportation be a safe and pleasant
experience for all. We encourage communication between
child, parent, and driver if problems occur. Please help us
accomplish our goal of providing a safe and carina bus ride for
everyone.

iEs hora de viajar
en el autobus!

Es hora de que los estudiantes suban a ese gran autobus
amarillo y se vayan a la escuela. Témese unos minutos para
revisar las pautas de comportamiento del autobus y seguridad
con sus hijos. Su ayuda para explicar las pautas nos ayudara
a hacer del autobus un lugar seguro y acogedor.

6. Aborde el autobus de atras hacia adelante y salga del
autobus de adelante hacia atras.

7. Permanezca sentado, manteniendo todas las partes de su
cuerpo dentro del autobus. Las asignaciones de asientos
seran a discrecion del conductor y / o el disciplinario de la
escuela. La conversacion y la conducta en el salon se
observaran en todo momento.

8. Siga todas las instrucciones del conductor
voluntariamente la primera vez que se le administren.
Mostrar respeto a el conductor y otros estudiantes en el
autobus.

9. Comer, beber o fumar no esta permitido. Coloque toda la
basura en el bote de basura.

10.El acoso (burlas, gritos, empujones o peleas) no es
aceptable y no se permitira en ningiin momento.

11.Al entrar o salir del autobus, los estudiantes deben estar a
la vista del conductor. Siempre cruze enfrente del
autobus. Salga solo en la parada asignada.

12.Las mascotas, los objetos nocivos o el vandalismo no son
aceptables y no seran permitidos.

13.Se aplicaran simulacros de procedimiento de salida de
emergencia en caso de una emergencia real.

Cualquier mal comportamiento en el autobus puede resultar
en la suspencion del autobus durante 1-10 dias a discrecion
del director o superintendente. El mal comportamiento grave
en el autobus también puede ser motivo de castigo, incluida la
suspension o expulsion de la escuela. Si un estudiante es
sacado del autobus, es responsabilidad de los padres llevarlo
a la escuela.

Nuestra intencion es que el transporte en autobus sea una
experiencia segura y agradable para todos. Alentamos la
comunicacion entre el nifio, los padres y el conductor si
ocurren problemas.

What Will Fall Sports Look Like?

As we all have experienced throughout the past several
months, changes can occur at a moment’s notice. We are
currently working to determine what transportation, team
meals, team meetings, and other activities will look like for our
fall athletes and parents. Thank you in advance for your
flexibility, understanding, and patience in navigating the
changes that will occur involving our fall athletic events. The
community support of all of our programs is appreciated! We
look forward to seeing you back in the stands, gym, and on the
course supporting our Bulldog Athletes!

As we move into the fall sports season, there will be some

adjustments to what practices, games, and spectating look like.

Here is a glimpse at some of the changes for both games and
practices based on guidance from the IGHSAU and IHSAA:

FOOTBALL CHANGES:

1. All equipment, both team and individual, will be
sanitized by coaches after each practice and game.

2. Players must take equipment with them at night. No
equipment, clothing, or shoes, can be stored in the
locker room overnight.

3. All players, grades 7-12, will have their helmet equipped
with a Schutt Splash Shield to “block droplets from
sweat, coughs, sneezes.”

4. All players must have their own water bottle and towels.
There will be no team water bottles or shared towels.
Water bottles will be able to be refilled by the player
using a large team provided water jug.

5. Players should have personal hand sanitizer, as it will
be used multiple times during practice and games.

6. There will be a sanitizing and hydrating timeout every 4-
mins during games.

7. Gloves must have a permanent, exact replica of the
NOCSAE glove seal or the SFIA glove seal. This seal
must be visible and appear legibly on the exterior wrist
opening of the glove.

8. Players are encouraged to cover up as much of their
bare skin as possible. Using long-sleeved dry weave
shirts and tights can cover bare skin.

9. Masks, while not required at this point, are strongly
recommended for all coaches and players on the
sidelines, or when not actively involved in drills at
practice.

10. There will be no spitting by players or coaches on the
sidelines or the field during games or practices.

11. There will be no pre or post-game handshakes.

12. Our schedule includes 3 home dates (9/4, 9/18, and
10/9-Homecoming!), 4 away dates, and a 1st round
playoff game on 10/16!

VOLLEYBALL CHANGES:

1. Our home games will be played on one court. There will
be schedule changes coming regarding JJV and JV
schedules, as these will not be played on side by side
courts this year.

2. Bleachers on both sides of the gym will be fully
extended to encourage social distancing. There should
be no spectators in the first 2 rows of the bleachers.

3. Teams will provide their own volleyballs for warm-ups.

4. Teams are not allowed to warm-up outside of the court
near their opponents while their opponents have the
court for the 6-minute portion of the 5-6-6 warm-up

protocol UNLESS there is another court area for them to
utilize. It is permissible for teams to share the court for
the 5-minute ball handling portion of the warm-up, as
teams will be socially distanced by the net.

5. Teams will not change sides during the match unless
there is an inherent advantage on one side of the court.

6. Coaches, players, and other bench personnel are
strongly encouraged to wear face coverings while on the
bench.

7. All players must sanitize their hands before and after
warm-ups, at all timeouts, between sets, and anytime
they leave the playing court. Coaches are strongly
encouraged to sanitize their hands as often as possible
as well.

8. Players may wear cloth face coverings, gloves, long
sleeves, long pants, and undergarments, which must be
of a single, solid color similar to the predominant color of
the uniform, while in the match.

9. OurJJV, JV, and V teams will not be attending or
hosting tournaments this season.

10. All players must have their own water bottles and
towels. There will be no team water bottles or shared
towels. Water bottles will be able to be refilled by the
player using a large team provided water jug.

11. Players must take equipment with them at night. No
equipment, clothing, or shoes, can be stored in the
locker room overnight.

CROSS COUNTRY CHANGES:

1. Students should wear their own appropriate workout
clothing to practice, and individual clothing/towels
should be washed and cleaned after every workout
immediately upon returning home.

2. Cloth face coverings are permitted during meets.

3. All athletes must have their own water bottles and
towels.

4. Student/Athletes should have individual bags and
locations for sweats — no mass piling of team clothing

5. Starts may be staggered to allow for distancing amongst
competitors.

SPECTATOR INFORMATION:

1. Atthis time, spectators are allowed at all home events.
Away event guidance will be shared as it is known.

2. Family units, including younger children, should sit
together socially distanced from other family units.

3. Masks, while not required at this time, are highly
encouraged for all spectators.

4. Do not touch a volleyball or football should it come into
the stands. A ball person will retrieve the ball and
sanitize it.

5. Concessions will be available at home events.

6. Spectators are responsible for cleaning up their trash at
events.

7. Please bring exact change to prevent the exchange of
money.

8. Itis strongly encouraged that families purchase activity
tickets in order to prevent the need for money
exchange.

¢ Como seran los deportes de otoiio?

Como todos hemos experimentado durante los ultimos meses, los
cambios pueden ocurrir en cualquier momento. Actualmente
estamos trabajando para determinar como sera el transporte, las
comidas en equipo, las reuniones de equipo y otras actividades
para nuestros atletas y padres de otofio. Gracias de antemano por
su flexibilidad, comprensién y paciencia para navegar los cambios
que ocurriran en nuestros eventos deportivos de otofio. jSe
agradece el apoyo comunitario de todos nuestros programas!
jEsperamos verte de nuevo en las gradas, en el gimnasio y en el
campo apoyando a nuestros atletas Bulldog!

A medida que avanzamos en la temporada deportiva de otofio,
habra algunos ajustes en el aspecto de las practicas, los juegos y
el espectaculo. Aqui hay un vistazo a algunos de los cambios para
los juegos y las practicas basados en la guia de IGHSAU e
IHSAA:

CAMBIOS DE FUTBOL:

1. Todo el equipo, tanto de equipo como individual, sera
desinfectado por entrenadores después de cada practica y
juego.

2. Los jugadores deben llevar equipo con ellos por la noche.
No se pueden guardar equipos, ropa o zapatos en el
vestuario durante la noche.

3. Todos los jugadores, grados 7-12, tendran su casco
equipado con un escudo Schutt Splash para "bloquear las
gotas de sudor, tos, estornudos".

4. Todos los jugadores deben tener su propia botella de agua
y toallas. No habra botellas de agua del equipo ni toallas
compartidas. El jugador podra rellenar las botellas de agua
utilizando una jarra de agua proporcionada por un gran
equipo.

5. Los jugadores deben tener desinfectante de manos
personal, ya que se usara varias veces durante la practica
y los juegos.

6. Habra un tiempo de espera de desinfeccion e hidratacion
cada 4 minutos durante los juegos.

7. Los guantes deben tener una réplica permanente y exacta
del sello del guante NOCSAE o del sello del guante SFIA.
Este sello debe ser visible y aparecer de manera legible en
la abertura exterior de la mufieca del guante.

8. Se alienta a los jugadores a cubrir la mayor cantidad
posible de su piel expuesta. El uso de camisas y mallas de
tejido seco de manga larga puede cubrir la piel expuesta.

9. Las mascaras, aunque no son necesarias en este punto, se
recomiendan encarecidamente para todos los entrenadores
y jugadores al margen, o cuando no participan activamente
en ejercicios en la practica.

10. Los jugadores o entrenadores no escupiran al margen o en
el campo durante los juegos o practicas.

11. No habra apretones de manos antes o después del juego.

12. jNuestro calendario incluye 3 fechas en casa (9/4, 9/18, y
10/9-Homecoming!), 4 fechas fuera de casay un juego de
playoff de primera ronda el 10/16!

CAMBIOS DE VOLEIBOL:

1. Nuestros juegos en casa se jugaran en una cancha. Habra
cambios de horario con respecto a los horarios de JJV y
JV, ya que estos no se jugaran en canchas paralelas este
afo.

2. Las gradas a ambos lados del gimnasio se extenderan por
completo para alentar el distanciamiento social. No debe
haber espectadores en las primeras 2 filas de las gradas.

3. Los equipos proporcionaran sus propias voleibol para el
calentamiento.

4. Los equipos no pueden calentar fuera de la cancha cerca
de sus oponentes, mientras que sus oponentes tienen la
cancha durante la porcion de 6 minutos del protocolo de
calentamiento 5-6-6 A MENOS que haya otra area de
cancha para que puedan utilizar. Esta permitido que los
equipos compartan la cancha durante la porcién de
calentamiento de 5 minutos del balén, ya que los equipos
estaran socialmente distanciados por la red.

5. Los equipos no cambiaran de lado durante el partido a
menos que haya una ventaja inherente en un lado de la
cancha.

6. Se recomienda encarecidamente a los entrenadores,
jugadores y otro personal del banco que se cubran la cara
mientras estan en el banco.

7. Todos los jugadores deben desinfectar sus manos antes y
después de los calentamientos, en todos los tiempos de
espera, entre sets y cada vez que abandonen la cancha de
juego. Se recomienda encarecidamente a los entrenadores
que desinfecten sus manos con la mayor frecuencia
posible.

8. Los jugadores pueden usar cubiertas faciales de tela,
guantes, mangas largas, pantalones largos y ropa interior,
que deben ser de un solo color solido similar al color
predominante del uniforme, durante el partido.

9. Nuestros equipos JJV, JV y V no asistiran ni organizaran
torneos esta temporada.

10. Todos los jugadores deben tener sus propias botellas de
agua y toallas. No habra botellas de agua del equipo ni
toallas compartidas. El jugador podra rellenar las botellas
de agua utilizando una jarra de agua proporcionada por un
gran equipo.

11. Los jugadores deben llevar equipo con ellos por la noche.

CARRERAS:

Note from Nurse Jenni

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I'd like to take a moment to highlight some items from the district’s Return to
Learn plan regarding health and safety. Health and safety are the main
priority in our Return to Learn plan. We will do everything we can to secure
the safety and wellbeing of the students, staff, and families in our community.
The district nursing staff is asking for flexibility and understanding that
changes will need to occur for us to safely proceed. There will be no right or
wrong direction, just a direction in maintaining a safe environment for our
students to learn.

Please take some time to read the health and safety portion of the Return to
Learn plan that is located on the district website. Again, we will do our best
in keeping the communication lines open when changes need to occur. We
will also maintain confidentiality throughout.

Masks have been ordered for each student and staff member. Each student
and staff member will be provided two masks. When appropriate throughout
the day, masks may need to be used. The student will wear one of the
masks provided, and staff will collect that mask at the end of the day to be
washed at school. The student will have another mask that they will wear
the following day, rotating between the two masks. The two masks will be
specifically labeled for each student.

Transportation will be extremely difficult to maintain social distancing, so we
are asking that parents/guardians supply their student with a reusable mask
to be worn on the bus to and from school. When students enter the bus,
they will have their own personal mask on, and when they arrive at school,
that mask will be placed in their backpack to be used when they return home.
Students will have their school allocated mask to be used during the school
day, if needed. Parents/guardians will be responsible for washing the
transportation mask for their student, preferably every night. If a student
forgets their transportation mask, a limited number of disposable masks will
be available on the bus for a single day use.

Our goal will be to keep students in a “cohort,” which is a small group of the
same students and staff. It will provide the district nursing staff with pertinent
information to monitor if or when an exposure occurs. We know that even
with our best plan in motion, exposure may take place; however, our goal is
to identify and react quickly to diminish further exposure to the virus. Our
ultimate goal would be for NO exposure to students or staff.

We would like to stress the importance of no or very few visitors coming in
and out of the buildings. If your student needs to be dismissed from school
due to symptoms of COVID-19, a designated area will be identified to pick up
your student. The designated areas will be shared during the student's
conference on August 24th. If your child needs to leave during the day for
any reason other than COVID-19 symptoms, they will be dismissed from the
office as normal; however, we ask that you wait in the entryway or just
outside of the door and not enter the building.

We are anticipating additional guidance from the local, state and federal
health departments very soon. The district will do our best in implementing
and communicating those guidance changes.

For the majority of the staff here at H-D, this has and will be the most
challenging situation in our careers to “get right,” but we always have the
best interest of your child in mind.

Me gustaria tomarme un momento para resaltar algunos elementos del plan
de Regreso al Aprendizaje del distrito con respecto a la salud y la seguridad.
La salud y la seguridad son la principal prioridad en nuestro plan Volver al
aprendizaje. Haremos todo lo posible para garantizar la seguridad y el
bienestar de los estudiantes, el personal y las familias de nuestra
comunidad. El personal de enfermeria del distrito esta pidiendo flexibilidad y
entendiendo que se necesitaran cambios para que podamos proceder de
manera segura. No habra una direccidn correcta o incorrecta, solo una
direccion para mantener un ambiente seguro para que nuestros estudiantes
aprendan.

Tomese un tiempo para leer la parte de salud y seguridad del plan Volver al
aprendizaje que se encuentra en el sitio web del distrito. Nuevamente,
haremos todo lo posible para mantener abiertas las lineas de comunicacion
cuando sea necesario realizar cambios. También mantendremos la
confidencialidad en todo momento.

Se han ordenado mascaras para cada estudiante y miembro del personal.
Cada estudiante y miembro del personal recibira dos mascaras. Cuando sea
apropiado a lo largo del dia, puede ser necesario usar mascaras. El
estudiante usara una de las méscaras proporcionadas, y el personal
recogera esa mascara al final del dia para lavarla en la escuela. El alumno
tendra otra mascara que usara al dia siguiente, rotando entre las dos
mascaras. Las dos mascaras seran etiquetadas especificamente para cada
estudiante.

El transporte sera extremadamente dificil de mantener el distanciamiento
social, por lo que les pedimos a los padres / tutores que proporcionen a sus
estudiantes una méscara reutilizable para usar en el autobUs hacia y desde
la escuela. Cuando los estudiantes ingresen al autobus, tendran puesta su
propia mascara personal, y cuando lleguen a la escuela, esa mascara se
colocara en su mochila para usarla cuando regresen a casa. Los estudiantes
tendran su mascara asignada a la escuela para ser utilizada durante el dia
escolar, si es necesario. Los padres / tutores seran responsables de lavar la
mascara de transporte para su estudiante, preferiblemente todas las noches.
Si un estudiante olvida su mascara de transporte, habra un nimero limitado
de méscaras desechables disponibles en el autobus para un solo dia.

Nuestro objetivo sera mantener a los estudiantes en una "cohorte”, que es
un pequefio grupo de los mismos estudiantes y personal. Proporcionar al
personal de enfermeria del distrito la informacion pertinente para monitorear
si ocurre una exposicion o cuando. Sabemos que incluso con nuestro mejor
plan en movimiento, la exposicién puede tener lugar; sin embargo, nuestro
objetivo es identificar y reaccionar rapidamente para disminuir una mayor
exposicion al virus. Nuestro objetivo final seria NO exponernos a los
estudiantes o al personal.

Nos gustaria enfatizar la importancia de que muy pocos visitantes entren y
salgan de los edificios. Si su estudiante necesita ser despedido de la
escuela debido a los sintomas de COVID-19, se identificara un area
designada para recoger a su estudiante. Las areas designadas se
compartiran durante la conferencia del estudiante el 24 de agosto. Si su hijo
necesita irse durante el dia por cualquier motivo que no sean los sintomas
de COVID-19, sera despedido de la oficina como de costumbre; sin
embargo, le pedimos que espere en la entrada o justo afuera de la puerta y
no entre al edificio.

Estamos anticipando orientacién adicional de los departamentos de salud
locales, estatales y federales muy pronto. El distrito hara todo lo posible para
implementar y comunicar esos cambios de orientacion.

Program

Hello, everyone! My name is Jill Craighton, and | recently had
the privilege of taking over the Farm to School Program at CAL
Elementary. | grew up on a row crop farm outside of Slater,
lowa, and enjoyed an active role in my family’s farming
operation. | was an active FFA member and enjoyed many
agriculture classes during high school. In college, | studied
Agriculture, Ag Business Management, Equine Management
and Veterinary Technology. After graduating, | managed a
horse facility in Mason City, and then served as barn manager
and adjunct instructor in the Equine Management Program at
Ellsworth Community College, where | taught various Equine,
Agriculture and Animal Husbandry classes. | have also trained
horses and taught riding lessons off and on since | was about
fifteen. My husband, Jesse, kids, and | moved back to this
area five years ago and live on an acreage outside of Dows
with our horses, dogs, goats, chickens, and ducks. Our kids,
Jentry, Jace, and Jance, attend CAL, and | have worked here
since 2016. We love the communities and being a part of the
CAL family!

| am so excited for the opportunity to be a part of the Farm and
Garden programs here at CAL! Mr. Lane and the students
have built an incredible foundation with so many directions to
expand and grow. At this point | feel like the sky's the limit! |
have always had a very strong love for agriculture, animals,
growing things, and the outdoors, and now | have the chance
to share that with our students! We live in an agriculture state,
and | feel that it is so important for our students to have the
opportunity to learn and experience some of what that means.
| also want students to understand that there is much more to
agriculture than farming alone! | recently participated in an
online professional development session with employees of
several school districts throughout lowa, and at one point an
FFA instructor and advisor said, “You know, | don’t just want
the farm kids to come participate and be involved in what we
have going on..... | want ALL the kids!” | absolutely feel the
same and could not agree more!

We started off in March by getting our greenhouse up and
running again. We were able to start several plants from
seeds, and we also traveled to Stillwater Greenhouse in
Orchard, lowa, to purchase plant starts. Because we were so
unsure about when or if our students would be returning and
able to help this spring, we were conservative with our
inventory. We hosted a small but very successful plant sale in
May, and look forward to hosting one again next spring with
the planning and help of our students. Other exciting
happenings this spring include the addition of a third pygmy
goat named Emmy. She has fit right in with Chip and Blizzard.
Two more pigs were purchased from a local producer in June.
The students will have the opportunity to help care for them
this fall, and they will go to the locker to be processed at the
end of October to provide meat for our lunch program. Our
chickens continue to lay well and typically give us between
eight and ten eggs a day. We were able to plant tomatoes,
peppers, cucumbers, carrots, radishes and snap peas in our
raised beds this spring, and are just beginning to see some
green tomatoes and baby cucumbers. The radishes have been
very successful already, and our farm animals are enjoying the
leftover radish tops after they are harvested. Everything else is
growing and blossoming like crazy, and we are looking forward
to lots of fresh produce the rest of the summer and this fall that
can be used in our lunch program.

In the future, | have several plans to grow and develop, and
increase community outreach through our Farm and Garden
programs. | also want to continue to work with our teachers
and add and integrate the programs into our day to day
curriculum as much as possible. | would like to expand our
current gardens and add more plots to increase the variety of
plants the students are able to grow, design and create some
outdoor learning spaces that are user friendly for our teaching
staff and students, continue to work to facilitate the best quality
of life for the animals in our care, and look for ways to make
our programs as close to self-sustaining as possible. This
includes looking into ways for our students to market and sell
the produce they grow, and finding ways for them to showcase
and share the programs with the community. | hope to
introduce some conservation education and aspects to show
the students how closely tied agriculture and conservation are,
and the importance of being responsible in our use of the land
and resources. Of course, | hope to provide information, some
direction, and supplies, and give the students the opportunity
to take the lead on as much as possible! We have GREAT kids
at CAL, and | know they are more than ready, willing, and
capable to hit the ground running! I'm really looking forward to
being along for the ride!

This school year, both CAL and Hampton-Dumont will be using
the communication app called “REMIND” in order for teachers
to communicate with families in real time. After investigating
numerous communication apps, we chose REMIND for many
reasons. Here are a couple of important reasons why we
chose REMIND:

e REMIND is available via mobile app, text message,
email, and web. So, families will have many options to
receive, view, and store messages.

e REMIND supports file attachments, including photos,
documents, and voice notes. This will be crucial as we
face the potential of being in “Required Distance
Learning” at some point throughout the school year.

e REMIND has translation into more than 90
languages. We can ensure equity in communicating
with ALL of our families!

CAL: REMIND will be used at CAL as the sole communication
application. Both District/School-level messages as well as
Teacher-Family two-way messaging will be used at CAL.

Hampton-Dumont: For now, REMIND will only be used for the
Teacher-Family two-way messaging at Hampton-Dumont. We
will continue to use “SchoolMessenger,” the app we have been
using for our District- and School-level message alerts.

We are in the very beginning stages of putting our district-wide
subscriptions in place, so it may take us a little time to get full
implementation. Teachers will be given an overview of the
system during our three professional development days before
school starts.

Statements of Policy

Release of Student Directory Information &
Photographs

The Hampton-Dumont Community School District has
adopted a policy designed to assure parents and students
the full implementation, protection and enjoyment of their
rights under the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of
1974 (FERPA). A copy of the school district's policy is
available for review in the office of the principal of all of our
schools.

This law requires the school district to designate as
"directory information” any personally identifiable information
taken from a student's educational records prior to making
such information available to the public.

The school district has designated the following
information as directory information:  student's name,
address and telephone number; date and place of birth;
email address, grade level, enrollment status, major field of
study; participation in officially recognized activities and
sports; weight and height of members of athletic teams;
dates of attendance; degrees and awards received; and the
most recent previous educational institution attended by the
student; photograph and other likeness and other similar
information. You have the right to refuse the designation of
any or all of the categories of personally identifiable
information as directory information with respect to your
student provided that you notify the school district in writing
no later than August 31, 2020 or submit the form provided at
registration. If you have no objection to the use of student
information, you do not need to take any action.

Homeless Students

In accordance with Chapter 33, lowa Administrative
Code, the Hampton-Dumont and CAL Community School
Districts encourages homeless children and youth to enroll in
school.

Section 725(2) of the McKinney-Vento Act10 defines
“homeless children and youths” as individuals who lack a
fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence. The term
includes—

+ Children and youths who are: - sharing the housing of other
persons due to loss of housing, economic hardship, or a
similar reason (sometimes referred to as “doubled-up”); -
living in motels, hotels, trailer parks, or camping grounds due
to lack of alternative adequate accommodations; - living in
emergency or transitional shelters; or - abandoned in
hospitals;

+ Children and youths who have a primary nighttime
residence that is a public or private place not designed for, or
ordinarily used as, a regular sleeping accommodation for
human beings;

+ Children and youths who are living in cars, parks, public
spaces, abandoned buildings, substandard housing, bus or
train stations, or similar settings; and

+ Migratory children who qualify as homeless because they
are living in circumstances described above.

Open Enroliment Information

Parents/guardians considering the use of the open
enroliment option to enroll their children in another public
school district in the state of lowa should be aware of the
following dates: March 1, 2021, is the deadline for regular
open enroliment requests and September 1, 2020, is the
deadline for kindergarten open enrollment requests for the
2020-2021 school year or those students falling under the
“good cause” definition.

Parents/guardians of open enrollment students who
meet the eligibility requirements are eligible for transportation
assistance. This may be in the form of actual transportation
or in the form of a cash stipend. Parents should be aware
that open enrollment may result in the loss of athletic
eligibility.

Asbestos Notification for the 2020-2021 School
Year

Asbestos has been an issue of concern for many years.
The Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act of 1986
(AHERA) was designed to determine the extent of asbestos
concerns in the schools and to act as a guide in formulation
asbestos, management policies for the schools. The school
district facilities have been inspected by a certified asbestos
inspector as required by AHERA. The inspector located,
sampled and determined the condition and hazard potential
of all material in the school facilities suspected of containing
asbestos. The inspection and laboratory analysis records
form the basis of the asbestos management plan.

A certified management planner has developed an
asbestos management plan for the school district facilities
which includes: notification letters, training for employees, a
set of procedures designed to minimize the disturbance of
asbestos-containing materials, and plans for regular
surveillance of the materials. A copy of the management plan
is available for inspection in the office of each school.
Educational Records

Student records containing personally identifiable
information, except for directory information, are confidential.
For a complete copy of the school district's policy on student
records or the procedure for filing a complaint, contact the
board secretary, in the central administration office.

The family Educational Rights and Privacy Act
(FERPA) affords parents and students over 18 year of age
(“eligible students”) certain rights with the respect to the
student’s education records.

They are:
= The right to inspect and review the student’s education
records within 45 days of receipt of the request.
Parents or eligible students should submit to the school
principal (or appropriate school official) a written request that
identifies the record(s) they wish to inspect. The principal will
make arrangements for access and notify the parent or
eligible student of the time and place where the records may
be inspected.
= The right to request the amendment of the student’s
education records that the parent or eligible student
believes are inaccurate, misleading or otherwise in
violation of the student’s privacy rights.
Parents or eligible students may ask the school district to
amend a record that they believe is inaccurate. They should
write the school principal and clearly identify the part of the
record that want changed, and specify why it is inaccurate. If
the district decides not to amend the record as requested by
the parent or eligible student, the school will notify the parent
or eligible student of the decision and advise them of their
right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment.
Additional information regarding with hearing procedure will
be provided to the parent or eligible student when notifies of
the right to a hearing.
= The right to consent to disclosures of personally
identifiable information ~contained in the student’s
education records, except to the extent that the law
authorizes disclosure without consent.
One exception, which permits disclosure without consent, is
disclosure to school officials with legitimate educational
interests. A school official is a person employed by the
district as an administrator, supervisor, instructor, or support
staff member (including health or medical staff, law
enforcement unit, personnel and certain volunteers); a
person serving on the school board; a person or company
with whom the district has contracted to perform a special
task (such as an attorney, auditor, AEA employees, medical
consultant, or therapist)' or a parent or student serving on an
official committee, such as a disciplinary or grievance
committee or student assistance team, or assisting another
school official in performing his or her tasks. A school official
has a legitimate educational interest if the official needs to
review an education record in order to fulfil his or her
professional responsibility.

Upon request, the district discloses educational records
without consent to officials of another school district in which
a student seeks or intends to enroll.
= The right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of

Education concerning alleged failures by the district to
comply with the law.

Water Testing

The lowa Department of Public Health requires school
districts to conduct testing of all water coolers and fountains
for lead-containing sediments. The Hampton-Dumont
Community School District and CAL Community School
District have completed the required testing of all district
water coolers and fountains. All water dispensers have been
identified below 20 ppb (0.020 mg/liter), as required by law.

Race and Ethnicity Federal and State
Requirements

Recently, the federal government changed the process
for identifying personal race and ethnicity. The changes allow
individuals to more accurately identify themselves, and it also
matches the race and ethnicity data collections on all other
federal reporting, like the Census. Updating of our district’s
current race and ethnicity data is required. All schools in
lowa will report student data to the lowa Department of
Education using new categories.

Currently, Hampton-Dumont and CAL Community
School Districts ask families to provide information on
students’ race and ethnicity at the time of enrollment. We ask
all families to update information on their children’s ethnicity
and race during the registration process and every three
years thereafter. Information will be provided in student
registration packets, which will further explain the selection of
your child’s race/ethnicity. The district is required to report
this data to both the federal and state government;
regulations do not permit the district to leave the space
blank.

Informacién de inscripcién abierta

Las instalaciones del distrito escolar han sido
inspeccionadas por un inspector certificado de asbesto
segun lo requerido por AHERA. El inspector localiz6, tomé
muestras y determind la condicion y el riesgo potencial de
todo el material en las instalaciones escolares
sospechosas de contener asbesto. Los registros de
inspeccion y andlisis de laboratorio forman la base del
plan de manejo de asbestos.

Un planificador de gestion certificado ha desarrollado
un plan de gestién de asbesto para las instalaciones del
distrito escolar que incluye: cartas de notificacion,
capacitacion para empleados, un conjunto de
procedimientos disefiados para minimizar la perturbacion
de los materiales que contienen asbesto y planes para la
vigilancia regular de los materiales. Una copia del plan de
manejo esta disponible para inspeccién en la oficina de
cada escuela.

Registros Educativos

Los registros de los estudiantes que contienen
informacién de identificacion personal, excepto la
informacién del directorio, son confidenciales. Para
obtener una copia completa de la politica del distrito
escolar sobre los registros de los estudiantes o el
procedimiento para presentar una queja, comuniquese
con el secretario de la junta, en la oficina de
administracion central.

La Ley de Derechos Educativos y Privacidad de la
familia (FERPA) otorga a los padres y estudiantes
mayores de 18 afios ("estudiantes elegibles") ciertos
derechos con respecto a los registros educativos del
estudiante.

Son:

§ El derecho a inspeccionar y revisar los registros

educativos del estudiante dentro de los 45 dias

posteriores a la recepcioén de la solicitud.

Los padres o estudiantes elegibles deben presentar al
director de la escuela (o al funcionario escolar apropiado)
una solicitud por escrito que identifique los registros que
desean inspeccionar. El director hara los arreglos para el
acceso y notificara a los padres o al estudiante elegible la
hora y el lugar donde se pueden inspeccionar los
registros.

§ El derecho a solicitar la modificacién de los registros

educativos del estudiante que el padre o el estudiante

elegible cree que son inexactos, engafiosos o que

violan los derechos de privacidad del estudiante.
Los padres o los estudiantes elegibles pueden solicitar al
distrito escolar que modifique un registro que consideren
inexacto. Deben escribir al director de la escuela e
identificar claramente la parte del registro que desea
cambiar, y especificar por qué es inexacto. Si el distrito
decide no enmendar el registro segun lo solicitado por el
padre o el estudiante elegible, la escuela notificara a los
padres o al estudiante elegible sobre la decision y les
informara sobre su derecho a una audiencia con respecto
a la solicitud de enmienda. Se proporcionara informacion
adicional sobre el procedimiento de audiencia al padre o
estudiante elegible cuando se notifique el derecho a una
audiencia.

§ El derecho a consentir la divulgacién de informacién

de identificacién personal contenida en los registros

educativos del estudiante, excepto en la medida en que
