The motion was seconded by Michelle Walker-Crawford.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
FOCUS GUIDELINES, RULES AND POLICIES

Information was provided by Ronda Parrish, Assistant Superintendent.  Michelle Walker-Crawford moved to approve the FOCUS Guidelines, Rules and Policies.  Julie Thomas seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.
DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS
In closed session, the Board conducted the following disciplinary reviews.
Case #16-002:  Student #2119010001, the student’s mother and a family friend appeared before the Board.  After hearing testimony from the parties, Superintendent Robert Rankin gave his recommendation.  Based upon the superintendent’s recommendation, Julie Thomas moved that Student #2119010001 be given time served and that the Student must perform ten (10) hours of community service at school prior to January 2016.  Deen Lancaster seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
In Case #16-001, Student #2118010056 was not present.  However, the student’s mother attended the hearing.  Testimony was presented by the Administration and by the mother.  Superintendent Robert Rankin gave his recommendation.  Julie Thomas moved that Student #2118010056 be  placed in FOCUS under the expulsion umbrella as Group C, without the fast track option; that the student shall be transported to FOCUS site by bus, parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; that student is banned from all Gilchrist County school campuses and school functions during the expulsion period (except to attend FOCUS program during school hours); if student chooses not to attend FOCUS, student shall be expelled from all Gilchrist County public schools for the remainder of 2015-2016 and all of 2016-2017; student shall serve fifty (50) hours community service at school prior to the end of the 2015-2016 school year; student shall write an apology letter to Trenton High School within three (3) days; student shall pay fifty percent (50%) of total restitution; and that the student shall appear before the School Board prior to re-enrollment at any Gilchrist County school.  The motion was seconded by Michelle Walker-Crawford.  Approval was unanimous.
The Board recessed for lunch at 12:20 PM.
At 1:30 PM, the Board resumed its meeting in Closed Session.  In Case #15-025, the student, the student’s dad and the student’s stepmother were present.  After hearing testimony from the parties, Superintendent Robert Rankin provided his recommendation.  Julie Thomas moved that Student #2100007119 shall remain expelled for the 2015-2016 school year and that the previous Order of Student Expulsion entered on March 09, 2015 shall be honored and that Order shall remain in full force and effect.  Michelle Walker-Crawford seconded Ms. Thomas’ motion.  Board approval was unanimous.
Student #2100006807, the student’s mother, one of the football coaches, and two (2) representatives from the court assigned program that the student has just completed were present in Case #15-002.  After hearing testimony from all parties, Superintendent Robert Rankin presented his recommendation to the Board.  Christie McElroy moved that Student #2100006807 may return to regular classes at the student’s home school site effective September 02, 2015.  Julie Thomas seconded.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.
