CREATE POSITIONS


Superintendent Robert Rankin requested that the Board create two (2) teacher aide positions for Bell Elementary School and Trenton Elementary School.  Superintendent Rankin assured the Board that the positions will not be filled prior to budgeting discussions with the Director of Finance.  Julie Thomas moved to create the positions as requested by the Superintendent. Michelle Walker-Crawford seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

GILCHRIST COUNTY ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT ADVISORY COMMITTEE


Several representatives of the Gilchrist County Economic Development Advisory Committee addressed the Board regarding plans for an assisted living facility in Trenton.  No action was taken by the Board.
REPORTS
Reports continued.
For good cause, Chair Robert Clemons added item 13., Resolution for Loan Authorization. Deen Lancaster moved to approve amending the agenda.  Michelle Walker-Crawford seconded.  Approval to amend the agenda was unanimous.

RESOLUTION FOR LOAN AUTHORIZATION
Deen Lancaster moved to adopt the Resolution for Loan Authorization with Michelle Walker-Crawford seconding.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
EXECUTIVE SESSION

The meeting resumed with the Board conducting an executive session that was closed to the public.

DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS
The Board conducted the following disciplinary reviews.

In open session, Case #16-008 was heard by the Board.  Student #2100004820 (who is of legal age) attended the hearing.  The grandmother was also present.  The parties presented testimony then Superintendent Robert Rankin gave his recommendation.  Michelle Walker-Crawford moved to place Student #2100004820 on a home and/or after school model under the expulsion umbrella; that student must seek drug counseling at parent/guardian’s expense;  that student is banned from all campuses and school functions; that if student chooses not to attend home and/or after school model, student shall be expelled from all Gilchrist County public schools for the remainder of 2015-2016 and all of 2016-2017; and that student must present proof of current, negative drug test and successful completion of drug counseling, at parent/guardian expense, prior to returning to regular classes.  Ms. Walker-Crawford’s motion was seconded by Christie McElroy.  Approval was unanimous.


Case #16-003 was conducted in closed session.  Student #2100007035 and the student’s grandmoth attended the hearing.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Superintendent Robert Rankin stated his recommendation.  Julie Thomas moved that Student #2100007035 be expelled from all public Gilchrist County schools and buses for the remainder of 2015-2016 and all of the 2016-2017 school year; that student is banned from all Gilchrist County campuses and school functions during the expulsion period; and that the student may petition the Board for re-admittance prior to the 2016-2017 school year.  The motion was seconded by Michelle Walker-Crawford.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Case #16-009:  Board Attorney Lindsey Lander advised the Board that a Motion for Continuance has been received in this matter.  Christie McElroy moved, with Michelle Walker-Crawford seconding, to continue Case #16-009 to the October 20, 2015 board meeting.  Approval to continue the case was unanimous.
