After hearing testimony from the parties and recommendation of Superintendent Robert Rankin, Julie Thomas moved to approve the recommendation of time served.  Ms. Thomas’ motion was seconded by Christie McElroy.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

In closed session, Case #16-012 came before the Board.  Student #2194940664 and the student’s parents were present.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Superintendent Robert Rankin rendered his recommendation.  Michelle Walker-Crawford moved to place student in FOCUS as a Group C student under the expulsion umbrella with the student being allowed to return to regular classes effective January 05, 2016 provided student successfully completes FOCUS Program; that the student shall be transported to the FOCUS site by bus, parent/guardian or an approved, designated non-student adult;  that student shall not be allowed on any Gilchrist County school campus or at any school function during the expulsion period (except to attend the FOCUS Program during school hours); and that if student chooses not to attend FOCUS, student shall be expelled from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2015-2016 and all of 2016-2017 school year.  The motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
