Superintendent Robert Rankin presented a transfer application for an elementary student.  Cloud Haley moved to approve a 1st grade student to Trenton Elementary School from Levy County.  Mr. Haley’s motion was seconded by Michelle Walker-Crawford.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS

In closed session, the Board conducted the following disciplinary review.

In Case #13-005 Student #2100006807 and the student’s younger brother and the student’s mother were present.  After hearing testimony from the parties and the recommendation of Superintendent Robert Rankin, the Board rendered its decision.  Cloud Haley moved to allow Student #2100006807 to return to regular classes effective April 21, 2014 provided the student successfully completes the remainder of the FOCUS Program requirements.  The motion was seconded by Deen Lancaster.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.  

At the request of the parents and the student Case #14-011 was conducted in open session.  Student #2100004012 and the student’s parents, as well as numerous friends and supporters, attended the hearing.  Testimony was given by the parties.  Superintendent Robert Rankin provided his recommendation to the Board.  Cloud Haley moved to accept the superintendent’s recommendation and place Student #2100004012 in the FOCUS Program under the umbrella of expulsion, as a Group C student with student being required to successfully complete the program prior to being eligible to return to regular classes at the beginning of a nine week grading period; that if student chooses not to attend FOCUS Program, student is then expelled from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of the 2013-2014 school year and all of the 2014-2015 school year; that student shall submit to random drug tests while in FOCUS at parents’ expense; that student shall be transported to FOCUS site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or an approved, designated non-student adult; that student is banned from all Gilchrist County campuses and school functions during the expulsion period (remainder of 2013-2014 and all of 2014-2015); that student must submit proof of successful drug counseling and must appear before the School Board prior to returning to regular classes at any Gilchrist County School site.  Deen Lancaster seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.
