REPORTS
Various reports were given.  Board Attorney Sheree Lancaster requested that the Board consider removing item 9-C-5. ISS Facility Services Inc. Customer Agreement for custodial services at Trenton High School and Trenton Elementary School.  Robert Clemons moved to remove item 9-C-5. from the Consent Agenda.  Julie Thomas seconded.  The Board unanimously agreed to remove item 9-C-5.  Ms. Lancaster then advised that paragraph 15 of the agreement relating to assigning the agreement with written notice by either party, should be stricken.  Julie Thomas moved to strike paragraph 15 and to approve the agreement with ISS Facility Services as revised.  Robert Rankin seconded.  Approval was unanimous.
OPERATIONS

Superintendent Don Thomas updated the Board as to the status of current projects.  No board action was required.

STUDENT SERVICES
In closed session, the Board conducted the following disciplinary reviews.
In Case #12-020, Board Attorney Sheree Lancaster advised that a Motion for Continuance was received.  Robert Clemons moved to continue Case #12-020 until July 10, 2012 at 7:00 P.M.  Julie Thomas seconded.  Board Approval was unanimous.  
Case #12-019:  Student #2117010007 and the student’s mother were present for the hearing.  Testimony was presented by all parties.  Julie Thomas moved to expel Student #2117010007 for remainder of 2011-2012 and for ten (10) days of school from the first day of school for the 2012-2013 school year; and that the student shall provide proof of counseling prior to enrolling in any Gilchrist County school at any time during the 2012-2013 school year.  Ms. Thomas’ motion was seconded by Robert Rankin.  Approval was unanimous.
The student and the student’s mother attended the hearing in Case #12-021.  After hearing testimony, Robert Clemons moved to expel Student #2100005214 from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2011-2012 and all of the 2012-2013 school year; that the student may immediately apply for admission in FOCUS at Trenton High School; that the student is to be assigned the forty-five (45) day fast track as a Group C student; that student is banned from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period; that while enrolled in FOCUS through board action the student shall be transported to student’s home school site or specified FOCUS site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; that should student exhibit behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from school or bus, the student shall be immediately expelled from all Gilchrist County schools, including FOCUS, for the remainder of time specified in this Order of Student Expulsion; that the student shall provide proof of anger management counseling, or counseling with Shirley Walker, prior to the start of the 2012-2013 school year; and that student shall appear before the School Board prior to returning to regular classes at student’s home school site or any other Gilchrist County school site.  Robert Rankin seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
RECOGNITION


Superintendent Don Thomas recognized Board Attorney Sheree Lancaster.  On behalf of the Board, Superintendent Thomas presented Ms. Lancaster with a certificate acknowledging her success in becoming a certified board attorney through the Florida Bar.
