SCHOOL BOARD POLICY 2.20D, WELLNESS PROGRAM

Ronda Parrish, Director of Educational Services presented information regarding the Wellness Program and requested to amend the school board policy.  Cloud Haley moved to authorize advertising to amend school board policy 2.20D, Wellness Program.  Mr. Haley’s motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Board approval was unanimous.
WORK NIGHT

Director of Educational Services, Ronda Parrish requested to move the teacher work day designated for Friday, October 21, 2011 to a teacher work night on Thursday, October 27, 2011.  The Board discussed the request but no action was taken at this time.
CREATE POSITIONS

Superintendent Don Thomas presented requests to create two additional positions, one for a teacher to address class size issues and one for a teacher aide.  Cloud Haley moved, with Robert Clemons seconding, to approve the teacher position request and the teacher aide request.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.
REPORTS
Various reports were given.

DISCIPLINARY REVIEW
In closed session, the Board conducted the following disciplinary review.

Case #12-002:  Student #2100006292 and the student’s mother attended the hearing.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Cloud Haley moved to expel Student # 2100006292 for the remainder of the 2011-2012 school year; that the student may apply to attend the FOCUS Program at Bell High School after October 10, 2011; that the student shall not be in possession of a cell phone for the remainder of the 2011-2012 school year; that if student is found in possession of a cell phone during the 2011-2012 school year, the student shall be returned to the School Board for further disciplinary action; that student is banned from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period; that while the student is enrolled in FOCUS as a result of school board action, the student shall be transported to the student’s home school site or the specified FOCUS site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or an approved, designated non-student adult; that should student enrolled in FOCUS Program exhibit behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from bus or school the student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County Schools including the FOCUS Program for the remainder of time specified in the Order of Expulsion; and that upon successful completion of the FOCUS Program the student may be recommended for re-admittance to regular classes at the beginning of the 2012-2013 school year.  Robert Clemons seconded the motion.  Board approval was unanimous.

There being no further business, the Board adjourned at 12:10 P.M.
