MINUTES


Motion was made by Robert Clemons and seconded by Michelle Carter to accept the minutes of the meeting held on February 01, 2011.  Vote was unanimous for approval.

CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS

There were no delegations present wishing to address the Board.

OPERATIONS

David Spencer, Director of Operations updated the Board as to the status of current projects.  Board member Julie Thomas joined the meeting.  No board action was required on Mr. Spencer’s updates.
2009-2010 OPPAGA SCHOOL SAFETY AND SECURITY BEST PRACTICES

Director of Operations, David Spencer presented the 2009-2010 OPPAGA School Safety and Security Best Practices Self-Assessment Report.  Robert Clemons moved to approve the OPPAGA Report.  Michelle Carter seconded.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.

FLORIDA YOUTH SURVEY

Sharon Langford, Teacher on Special Assignment presented the Florida Youth Survey.  Ms. Langford indicated that passive parental permission is required for participation, meaning the parent must return the permission slip if they do not want their student to participate.  Julie Thomas moved to approve the Florida Youth Survey with passive permission.  Cloud Haley seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.

RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR UPDATES

Patricia Powers, Resource Development Director provided information regarding United Way.  Additional information was provided by Christie McElroy, representative from Special Programs.  No board action was required.

Ms. Powers then provided a mid-year report on the 21st Century Program for the elementary schools and for the middle/high schools.  Action was not required from the board.

Cloud Haley moved to approve a transfer application for a Pre-K student to Trenton Elementary School from Levy County.  Mr. Haley’s motion was seconded by Michelle Carter.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
PERSONNEL


Linda Keyton, Director of Human Resources advised the Board that a temporary teacher aide position is needed at Bell Elementary School in a Pre-K classroom.  Robert Clemons moved to create a temporary teacher aide position.  Cloud Haley seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.  Board member Julie Thomas returned to the meeting.

Director of Human Resources, Linda Keyton requested that the Trenton Elementary School media clerk position be modified to a teacher aide position and that the District Office secretary to the cabinet position be modified to a fiscal services clerk position.  Michelle Carter moved to modify the positions as requested.  Cloud Haley seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Ms. Keyton then requested revision of the fiscal services clerk job description.  Cloud Haley moved, with Michelle Carter seconding, to revise the fiscal services clerk job description.  Board approval was unanimous.

GOVERNOR’S PROPOSED BUDGET


Superintendent Don Thomas presented information regarding the Governor’s proposed budget.  No action was required.
REPORTS
Various reports were given.

DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS
In closed session, the Board conducted the following disciplinary reviews.

Case #11-017:  Student #2100006182, the student’s mother and step-father attended the hearing.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Cloud Haley moved to expel student #2100006182 from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2010-2011 and all of the 2011-2012 school year; that the student may petition for re-admittance prior to the 2011-2012 school year and that the student shall submit proof of negative drug test prior to re-admission to Gilchrist County Schools; and that the student is banned from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period.  Mr. Haley’s motion was seconded by Michelle Carter.  Board approval was unanimous.

Case #11-016 the student, the student’s parents and the student’s paternal grandfather were present.  After hearing testimony from the parties, Superintendent Don Thomas stated his recommendation.  Robert Clemons moved to expel Student #2100002262 from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2010-2011 and all of 2011-2012; that the student may apply for admission in FOCUS at Trenton High School as a Group C student and must follow the guidelines of the designated group; that student is banned from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period; that student shall submit to random monthly drug tests; that the school may transport the student to the test site and the parent/guardian shall be responsible for costs incurred and parent/guardian shall submit payment immediately upon receipt of bills to the testing facility; that student enrolled in FOCUS through board action shall be transported to student’s home school site or specified FOCUS site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; and that student enrolled in FOCUS through board action exhibiting behavior resulting in recommendation for suspension from bus or school shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County Schools, including FOCUS, for the remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion.  The motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Approval was unanimous.
Student #2100002629, the student’s father and an adult friend of the student appeared before the Board in Case #11-018.  Testimony was presented.  Superintendent Don Thomas presented his recommendation to the Board.  Cloud Haley moved that the student write a letter of apology to the student body and be allowed to return to regular classes.  Mr. Haley’s motion died for lack of a second.  Michelle Carter moved that student #2100002629 be expelled from all public schools in Gilchrist County through and including March 18, 2011; that the student may immediately apply for admission in FOCUS at Trenton High School; that the student must follow the guidelines of Group C; that the student shall submit to random drug testing during enrollment in FOCUS; that the school may transport the student to a drug test site and the parent/guardian shall be responsible for costs incurred for testing and shall immediately submit payment to testing facility; that the student is banned from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period; that student enrolled in FOCUS through board action shall be transported to student’s home school site or specified FOCUS site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; that if a student enrolled in FOCUS through board action exhibits behavior resulting in recommendation for suspension from bus or school, the student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County Schools, including the FOCUS program, for the remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion; that student may be readmitted to regular classes effective March 24, 2011 provided student presents proof of a current negative drug test at parent’s expense.  Ms. Carter’s motion was seconded by Cloud Haley.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
Case #11-020:  Student #2100004031and the student’s mother attended the hearing.  After hearing testimony from the parties, Cloud Haley moved to expel Student #2100004031 for the remainder of 2010-2011 and all of 2011-2012; that student may apply to attend FOCUS at THS as a Group C student and must follow Group C guidelines; that student is banned from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period; that student shall submit to random monthly drug tests while enrolled in FOCUS; that school may transport student to drug test site and parent/guardian shall be responsible for costs incurred and shall pay testing facility upon receipt of bill for services; that student enrolled in FOCUS through board action shall be transported to student’s home school site or specified FOCUS site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; that student enrolled in FOCUS, as a result of board action, exhibiting behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from bus or school shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County schools, including FOCUS for the remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion; that prior to being readmitted to Trenton High School, the student must provide proof of negative drug test at parent’s expense; and that student must enroll in drug counseling, at parent’s expense, and shall provide proof of successful completion to the school board prior to re-enrollment at THS.  Michelle Carter seconded.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval. 
Case #11-019:  Board Attorney Sheree Lancaster advised the Board that a Motion to Continuance has been received on behalf of Student #2100008521.  Michelle Carter moved, with Robert Clemons seconding to continue Case #11-019 to Tuesday, March 01, 2011 at 2:00 P.M. with the suspension of Student #2100008521 remaining in full force and effect through the hearing date.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.
