SUMMER POSITIONS/HOURS REQUEST MODIFICATION

Ronda Parrish, Director of Educational Services presented a request to modify the number of hours allotted for the DJJ grant position for the summer.  Robert Rankin moved, with Cloud Haley seconding, to approve up to 127.5 hours for the summer DJJ grant position.  Board approval was unanimous.
BLUE RIDGE/PENN FOSTER

Janet Bradley, Director of Secondary Education presented a comparison of virtual school services offered by Blue Ridge and by Penn Foster.  Ms. Bradley also explained how the Gilchrist County School District uses virtual instruction.  No action was required by the Board.
DISCIPLINARY REVIEW
The student and the parent/guardian were not present in Case #10-037.  Testimony was presented by the administration.  Based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Michelle Carter moved to expel Student #2100005454 for the remainder of 2009-2010 and all of 2010-2011; to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period (except to attend the PCA); that the student shall be transported to student’s home school site or PCA site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; that if student exhibits behavior resulting in recommendation for suspension from bus or school student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County schools including PCA for remainder of time specified in Order of Student Expulsion; that student’s father may pick up make-up work to allow student to complete 6th grade work for this school year; that student is allowed to come to campus during post school days (Friday – June 4, 2010 and Monday – June 7, 2010) if needed, to complete semester exams; that student will be allowed to enroll in PCA for the 2010-2011 school year and assigned the 60 day tract and assigned as a Group “C” student; and that student must complete the 60 day track before petitioning to return to student’s home school site at the end of a nine week period.  The motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Approval was unanimous.
