PERSONNEL


Linda Keyton, Director of Human Resources requested the creation of two temporary data processor positions effective September 22, 2010.  Robert Rankin moved to create the two temporary data processor positions effective September 22, 2010.  The motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Board approval was unanimous.


Ms. Keyton then requested approval of additional hours for the current data processors.  Cloud Haley moved, with Michelle Carter seconding, to approve the additional hours request for the data processors.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.

LEGISLATIVE HEARING


Linda Keyton, Director of Human Resources presented information regarding the legislative hearing.  The consensus of the Board was to have the hearing on Tuesday, October 19, 2010 at 7:00 P.M. or as soon thereafter as can be heard.  Board Attorney, Sheree Lancaster addressed the Board regarding the format for the hearing.  The format will be 15 minutes for presentation, 15 minutes for presentation, 10 minute recess/break, 5 minutes for rebuttal, and 5 minutes for rebuttal.  Rebuttal time may be relinquished and rolled into presentation time.  There will be no public input. First presentor will be determined by toss of a coin.
REPORTS
Various reports were given.
DISCIPLINARY REVIEW

In closed session, the Board conducted the following disciplinary review.


Case #11-001:  Student #2100002597 and the student’s parents attended the hearing.  After hearing testimony from all parties, Superintendent Don Thomas rendered his recommendation.  Based upon the superintendent’s recommendation, Cloud Haley moved to expel Student #2100002597 from all public schools and buses for the remainder of 2010-2011 and all of 2011-2012; that student is given the opportunity to enroll at FOCUS at Trenton High School and is given the 60 day track with the understanding that the program must be completed before the student is eligible to return to student’s home school site at the end of a 9 week grading period; that student shall be assigned as a group “C’ student; that student is banned from campus and all school functions during expulsion period (except to attend FOCUS during school hours); that student shall submit to random drug tests, timed at the election of administration while student is enrolled at FOCUS and for the remainder of the 2010-2011 school year; that the school may transport the student to the drug test site and parent/guardian shall be responsible for costs incurred for drug test; parent/guardian shall immediately submit payment upon receipt of bills to the facility providing testing services; that student must submit a negative drug test prior to returning to home school site; that student enrolled at FOCUS as a result of board action shall be transported to student’s home school site or designated FOCUS site by student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; that should a student enrolled at FOCUS as a result of board action exhibit behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from school, student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County Schools, including FOCUS, for the remainder of time specified in Order of Student Expulsion; if student tests positive for drugs, student will be immediately expelled from FOCUS and all Gilchrist County Schools.  Mr. Haley’s motion was seconded by Robert Rankin.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.

There being no further business, the Board adjourned at 9:00 P.M.
