DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS

In closed session, the Board conducted the following disciplinary reviews.
In Case #10-024, Student #2100004649 and the student parents attended the hearing.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Robert Rankin moved to approve student #2100004649 returning to school on March 17, 2010; that the student must check in with an adult each morning upon arrival at school; that the student shall be subject to random searches for the remainder of the 2009-2010 school year; that the student shall be referred to the Gilchrist County Safe Schools and Students Program coordinated by Jeanine Joiner and that the student may not attend any after school functions without parental supervision for the remainder of the 2009-2010 school year.  Mr. Rankin’s motion was seconded by Cloud Haley.  Board approval was unanimous.
Case #10-023:  Board Attorney Sheree Lancaster advised that Motion for Continuance has been received on behalf of Student #2100007887.  Michelle Carter moved to continue Case #10-023 to Tuesday, April 06, 2010 at 2:00 P.M.  The motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Approval was unanimous.
Student #2100002495 and the student’s mother were present for the hearing in Case #10-025.  After hearing testimony from all parties and based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Julie Thomas moved to expel Student #2100002495 for the remainder of the 2009-2010 school year and all of the 2010-2011 school year; that the student may apply for admission at the Practical Careers Academy; that student is banned from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period (except to attend the PCA during school hours); that while enrolled at the PCA as a result of board action the student shall be transported to student’s home school site or the PCA site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or an approved, designated non-student adult; that should student enrolled at the PCA through board action exhibit behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from bus or school the student shall be immediately expelled from all Gilchrist County schools including the PCA for the 
remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion; that the student shall be assigned the 60 day track which student must complete before returning to student’s home school site at 
the end of 9 weeks; that student is assigned as a Group “C” student following Group “C” guidelines; if student withdraws from PCA before finishing assigned time and transfers to another school district, student be required to finish term in PCA upon return to Gilchrist County schools; that parent shall register student for anger management counseling at parent’s expense; and that parent shall provide proof of  successful completion of anger management counseling to school board prior to student’s re-enrollment at home school site from the PCA.  The motion was seconded by Cloud Haley.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.
Case #10-027:  Student #21000005428 and the student’s mother were present.  After hearing testimony and the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Cloud Haley moved to allow Student #2100005428 to return to school on March 17, 2010; that the student must check in with an adult each morning upon arrival at school; that the student shall have no unexcused tardies or absences; that student cannot check out unless a parent signs out and picks up student in the school office; that student shall be referred to Gilchrist County Safe Schools and Students Program coordinated by Jeanine Joiner; that student will not have possession a cell phone on campus and will not be allowed to borrow another student’s phone on campus for the remainder of the 2009-2010 and all of the 2010-2011 school year; that student will be allowed to use a land line at the main office, or if needed, in class while supervised by a teacher.  Mr. Haley’s motion was seconded by Robert Rankin.  Approval was unanimous.
In Case #10-026, Student #2100002241 and the student attended the hearing.  Testimony was presented.  Based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Michelle Carter moved to expel Student #2100002241 from all public schools for the remainder of 2009-2010 and all of 2010-2011; that student may apply immediately for admission at the Practical Careers Academy; that student is banned from campus and all school functions for duration of expulsion period except to attend PCA during school hours; that while enrolled at PCA as a result of board action student shall be transported to student’s home school site or PCA site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; that should student enrolled at PCA through board action exhibit behavior resulting in recommendation for suspension from bus or school, student shall be immediately expelled from all Gilchrist County schools including PCA for remainder of time specified in Order of Student Expulsion; that student is assigned to Group “C”, 60 day track at PCA; and must successfully complete PCA before returning to home school site.  Robert Rankin seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.
Case #10-028:  The student and the student’s mother and grandmother were present.  After hearing testimony presented by the parties and recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Michelle Carter moved that Student #2100008972 may return to school on March 17, 2010; that student must check in with an adult each morning upon arrival at school; that the student must have no unexcused tardies or absences; that the student may not check out from school unless a parent or designee signs out and picks up the student in the school office; and that the student shall be referred to Gilchrist County Safe Schools and Students Program coordinated by Jeanine Joiner.  Ms. Carter’s motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
In Case #10-001 Student #2100002895, the student’s mother and stepfather attended the hearing.  Based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Cloud Haley moved to allow Student #2100002895 to return to the student’s home school site effective March 22, 2010 provided the student presents proof of negative drug test results.  The motion was seconded by Robert Rankin.  Approval was unanimous.
Case #10-002:  Student #2100003528 and the student’s grandparents were present.  Based upon the recommendation from the Practical Careers Academy and Superintendent Don Thomas, Julie Thomas moved, with Michelle Carter seconding, to allow Student #2100003528 to return to the student’s home school site effective March 22, 2010 provided the student presents proof of negative drug test results.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.
Student #2100008748, the student’s father and the student’s mother were present in Case #10-009.  Based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Julie Thomas moved to allow Student #2100008748 to return to the student’s home school site effective March 22, 2010.  Ms. Thomas’ motion was seconded by Cloud Haley.  Board approval was unanimous.
Case #10-029:  Student #2100001069, the student’s mother and the student’s aunt attended the hearing.  After hearing testimony and based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas,  Julie Thomas moved that Student #2100001069 may return to school on March 17, 2010; that the student must check in with an adult each morning upon arrival at school; that the student must have no unexcused tardies or absences; that the student may not check out from school unless a parent or designee signs out and picks up the student in the school office; that the student shall be referred to the Gilchrist County Safe Schools and Students Program coordinated by Jeanine Joiner; that student will not have possession of a cell phone on campus and will not be allowed to borrow another student’s phone on campus for the remainder of the 2009-2010 school year; that land line phone use will be allowed at the main office, or if needed, in class while supervised by a teacher.  The motion was seconded by Michelle Carter.  Approval was unanimous.  
In Case #10-030 Student #2100003471 and the student’s parents were present for the hearing.  After hearing testimony presented by the parties and based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Julie Thomas moved that Student #2100003471 may return to school on March 17, 2010; that the student must check in with an adult each morning upon arrival; that the student shall be subject to random searches for the remainder of the 2009-2010 school year; that the student shall be referred to the Gilchrist County Safe Schools and Students Program coordinated by Jeanine Joiner; that student may not attend any after school functions without parental supervision for the remainder of the 2009-2010 school year; and that student shall not be allowed to drive or park a vehicle on campus for the remainder of the 2009-2010 school year.  Robert Rankin seconded the motion.  Board approval was unanimous.
