MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

RACE TO THE TOP


Superintendent Don Thomas, Ronda Parrish, Director of Educational Services and Board Attorney Sheree Lancaster presented information regarding the Memorandum of Understanding Re:  Successful Negotiations of the Race to the Top Grant provided by the GE/United.  After discussion and hearing the recommendation of Superintendent Thomas, Michelle Carter moved to go forward with the State’s Memorandum of Understanding with or without the signature of the Union representative.  Cloud Haley seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

REPORTS
Various reports were given.  Board member Cloud Haley left the room at 7:30 P.M.  Board Attorney Sheree Lancaster requested that the Chair add an item to the agenda.  For good cause, Chair Robert Clemons added item #15., Proclamation Proclaiming as May Civility Month.  Robert Rankin moved to add item #15 to the agenda.  Mr. Rankin’s motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Approval to amend the agenda was unanimous.  Julie Thomas moved to adopt the Proclamation proclaiming May as Civility Month.  Michelle Carter seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.  Board member Cloud Haley returned to the meeting at 7:35 P.M.
DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS

In closed session the Board conducted the following disciplinary reviews.

In Case #10-036 Student #2100009463 and the student’s mother appeared before the Board.  After hearing testimony from the parties and based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Michelle Carter moved to expel Student #2100009463 from all public schools and school buses in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2009-2010 and all of 2010-2011; to ban the student from campus and all school functions (except to attend PCA during school hours) for the duration of the expulsion period; that student enrolled at PCA as a result of board action shall be transported to student’s home school site or PCA site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; that if student (enrolled at PCA as a result of board action) exhibits behavior resulting in recommendation for suspension from bus or school that the student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County schools, including PCA, for remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion; that if the student enrolls in an anger management class at the expense of the parent, and if parent and student present proof of enrollment and attendance in an anger management class as well as having the parent and counselor share with the School Board any progress or results of this class, the student will be allowed to enroll in the PCA at the beginning of the 2010-2011 school year and be given the 60 day track.  Cloud Haley seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.
Case #10-035:  Student #2100006966 and the student’s parent/guardian were not present for the hearing.  Testimony was presented by the school administration.  Robert Rankin moved, with Cloud Haley seconding, to expel Student #2100006966 from all public schools and school buses for the remainder of 2010-2011; and that student is banned from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period.  Approval was unanimous.

Board Attorney Sheree Lancaster advised that in Case #10-037 the parent has requested a continuance.  Julie Thomas moved to continue Case #10-037 to June 01, 2010 at 2:00 P.M.  The motion was seconded by Michelle Carter.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.
