FFA TRIP TO NATIONAL CONVENTION

Superintendent Don Thomas and Director of Secondary Education Janet Bradley provided information regarding the Trenton FFA trip to National Convention in Indianapolis, Indiana October 18, 2009 through October 24, 2009.   Robert Clemons moved to approve the trip with Michelle Carter seconding.  Board approval was unanimous.
STUDENT TRANSFER APPLICATIONS

Janet Bradley, Director of Secondary Education requested approval of an 8th grade student to Trenton Middle School and a 10th grade student to Trenton High School from Levy County.  Robert Clemons moved to approve both Levy County transfer students.  Michelle Carter seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT PLANS

Lynette Langford, Principal presented the Trenton High school improvement plan.  The Bell High school improvement plan was presented by Principal Rick Reed.  Board Attorney Sheree Lancaster left the meeting at 11:10 P.M.  Mr. Reed finished presenting his plan.  Principal Sherry Lindsey presented the Bell Elementary school improvement plan.  The school improvement plan for Trenton Elementary was presented by Riley Dean, Principal.  Michelle Carter moved to approve the school improvement plans for all four (4) schools.  The motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.
DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS

At the request of the parent, the Board conducted a disciplinary review of Case #09-010 in open session.  Student #2100007921, the student’s mother and numerous other people were present.  Board Attorney Sheree Lancaster returned to the meeting at 11:50 A.M.  After hearing testimony presented by the parties, and based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Michelle Carter moved to allow Student #2100007921 to return to student’s home school site on September 02, 2009 and that if the student receives any major discipline referrals the student will be returned to the school board with a recommendation for expulsion.  Robert Clemons seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.

In closed session, Case #09-015 was reviewed.  Student #2100002291 and the student’s father were present.  After hearing testimony from the parties, Superintendent Don Thomas recommended that Student #2100002291 be expelled for all of the 2009-2010 school year; that the student may enroll in the Practical Careers Academy immediately and must successfully complete a sixty (60) day track prior to recommendation to return to main campus and that any major behavior referral may result in student being brought to the board with a recommendation 
for expulsion.  Robert Rankin moved to uphold the superintendent’s recommendation.  Julie Thomas seconded.  Approval was unanimous.  Board member Michelle Carter left the meeting at 12:15 P.M.

Case #08-026:  Student #2100008351 and the student’s parents were present.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Julie Thomas moved to allow the student to immediately enroll at the Practical Careers Academy; that the student must successfully complete a sixty (60) day track prior to recommendation to return to student’s home school site and that any major behavior referral may result in student being brought to the board with a recommendation for expulsion.  Ms. Thomas’ motion was seconded by Robert Rankin.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.
AMEND AGENDA

Julie Thomas moved to approve adding item #18.  Robert Rankin seconded.  Approval of the Board to amend the agenda was unanimous.  Robert Clemons moved to approve the Board making a donation/contribution of $250.00 to all student organizations that attain national level and attend national competition.  Julie Thomas seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.

UNION CONTRACT NEGOTIATOR

Superintendent Don Thomas requested approval of a contract for a negotiator for the union contract.  Robert Clemons moved to approve the Contract for Employee Relations Services with Educational Management Consultant Services, Inc.  Julie Thomas seconded Mr. Clemons’ motion.  Approval was unanimous.
