CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS

There were no delegations present wishing to address the Board.

RECOGNITIONS

Ronda Parrish, Director of Educational Services welcomed Lynette Langford, Principal of Trenton High School.  Ms. Langford introduced Peter Crane, a Trenton High School student who has achieved the honor of being named a “Commended Student in the 2010 National Merit Scholars Program.  Peter placed in the top 5% of more than 1.5 million students who entered the 2010 competition by taking the 2008 PSAT.  Currently Peter has a total of 28 credits which include 17 college credits and has a GPA of 4.5088.  He has maintained straight A’s since 6th grade.  Peter is the drum major of the THS band and participates in drama products.  He was also selected to participate in the “Army All American Marching Band” and will be performing on January 10, 2010 at half time.  Everyone present congratulated Peter on his accomplishments and wished him well on his continued academic success.

Superintendent Don Thomas shared plaques with the Board that were presented to Gilchrist County by the North East Florida Education Consortium.  The first plaque for High Performing School District for 2009-2010 and the second was for a Straight “A” School District.
AWARD RE-ROOFING BID

David Dose, Director of Finance introduced Linda and Philip Rickman, Board Architects.  Mr. and Mrs. Rickman presented information regarding the bids received on the re-roofing project at Trenton Middle/High School.  The Rickmans indicated that the apparent low bidder was Mac Johnson Roofing, but the Rickmans learned that Mac Johnson Roofing had substituted a roofing system for Building 18 that was inconsistent with the Specifications and Addenda.  Therefore, the next lowest bidder was Perry Roofing Contractors who had met the Specifications
and Addenda set forth in the bid.  Based on the recommendation of the Rickmans, Michelle Carter moved to award the bid to Perry Roofing with the deduction of Alternate Five (Building 30) to remain within budget.  Robert Rankin seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
