The motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

REPORTS
Various reports were given.

The Board recessed for lunch.

DISCIPLINARY REVIEW

At 1:00 P.M., the Board resumed in closed session to conduct a disciplinary review with board member, Michelle Carter present.  Superintendent Don Thomas did not join the board for the afternoon session.
Case #09-011:  Student #2100008495 and the student’s father attended the hearing.  The case was reviewed and testimony presented.  Michelle Carter moved to expel student #2100008495 from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2008-2009 and all of 2009-2010; that the student may apply for admission at the Practical Careers Academy; that student is banned from campus (except to attend the PCA during school hours if admitted) and all Gilchrist County school functions during the expulsion period; that student shall submit to random monthly drug tests, timed at the election of administration while enrolled at the PCA; that the school may transport student to the drug test site and that parent/guardian shall be responsible for costs incurred for the monthly drug test; that parent/guardian shall immediately submit payment upon receipt of bills to the facility providing such testing services; that student shall be transported to student’s home school site or PCA site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult while enrolled at PCA as a result of School Board action; if student exhibits behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from bus or school while enrolled at PCA as a result of School Board action, student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County schools including the PCA for the remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion; and that the PCA staff shall determine whether student is eligible to return to student’s home school site at the beginning of the 2009-2010 school year.  The motion was seconded by Robert Clemons.  Board approval was unanimous.  The Board returned to open session.
REPORTS

Reports continued.

DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS
In closed session, the Board conducted the following disciplinary reviews.
In Case #09-014, Student #2100002495, the student’s mother and the student’s aunt were present.   Testimony was presented by the parties.  Based upon the recommendation from Director of Educational Services, Ronda Parrish on behalf of Superintendent Don Thomas, Robert Clemons moved to expel Student #2100002495 from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2008-2009 and all of 2009-2010; that the student may apply for admission at the Practical Careers Academy; that the student is banned from campus (except to attend the PCA during school hours if admitted) and all Gilchrist County school functions during the expulsion period; that student shall be transported to student’s home school site or PCA site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult while enrolled at the PCA as a result of School Board action; that if student exhibits behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from bus or school while enrolled at the PCA as a result of School Board action, student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County schools including the PCA for the remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion.  Mr. Clemons’ motion was seconded by Robert Rankin.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
Case #09-013:  Student #2100001917 and the student’s father attended the hearing.  After hearing testimony, Robert Clemons moved that Student #2100001917 be expelled from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2008-2009 and all of 2009-2010; that the  student may apply for admission at the Practical Careers Academy; that the student is banned from campus  (except to attend the PCA during school hours if admitted) and all Gilchrist County school functions during the expulsion period; that student shall be transported to student’s home school site or PCA site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult while enrolled at PCA as a result of school board action; and that if student exhibits behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from bus or school while enrolled at the PCA as a result of school board action, student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County schools including the PCA for the remainder of time specified in Order of Student Expulsion.  Julie Thomas seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

In Case #09-015, Student #2100002291 did not appear.  However, the student’s father was present.  After some discussion by the Board, Chair Cloud Haley relinquished his seat to Vice Chair Robert Clemons and moved that this case be continued to March 17, 2009 at 7:30 P.M. when the parents and the student can be in attendance.  Mr. Haley’s motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.  Mr. Haley resumed the seat as chair and the meeting continued.
In Case #09-016, Student #2100008420 and the student’s stepfather attended.  Testimony was presented.  Robert Rankin moved, with Michelle Carter seconding, that Student #2100008420, be expelled from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2008-2009 and all of 2009-2010; that student may apply for admission at the Practical Careers Academy; that student is banned from campus (except to attend PCA during school hours if admitted) and all Gilchrist County school functions during expulsion period; that student shall submit to random drug tests, timed at election of administration while enrolled at PCA; that school may transport student to drug test site and student shall be responsible for costs incurred for the drug test; that student shall immediately submit payment upon receipt of bill to the facility providing such testing services; that student shall submit a clean drug test prior to admission to the PCA; that student shall be served appropriate educational services as required by law; that student may drive to student’s home school site (THS); that student shall be transported to PCA site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult while enrolled at PCA as a result of school board action; and that if student exhibits behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from bus or school while enrolled at PCA as a result of school board action, student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County schools including the PCA for the remainder of time specified in Order of Student Expulsion.  Board approval was unanimous.
Student #2100006055 was not present in Case #09-012.  The student’s parent/guardian did not attend either.  The Board heard testimony from the administration.  Robert Clemons then moved that Student #2100006055 be expelled from all public schools and buses in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2008-2009 and all of 2009-2010; and that the student is banned from campus and all Gilchrist County school functions during the expulsion period.  Julie Thomas seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
Case #09-017:  The student and the student’s parent/guardian were not present.  After hearing the testimony presented, Julie Thomas moved that Student #2100002233 be expelled from all public schools and buses in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2008-2009 and all of 2009-2010; and that student is banned from campus and all Gilchrist County school functions during the expulsion period.  The motion was seconded by Michelle Carter.  Board approval was unanimous.
