The motion was seconded by Michelle Carter.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
REPORTS

Various reports were given.

DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS
In closed session, the Board conducted disciplinary reviews.

In Case #09-018, the student and the student’s father were present.  After hearing testimony presented, and upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Robert Clemons moved to expel Student #2100008392 for time served (March 13th – March 17th, 2009); that the student shall check in daily with an adult at the office; that the student shall be subject to random searches and random drug tests (at parent’s expense); that the student shall be referred to counseling at Meridian; that the student shall not be allowed to bring a backpack to school or on the school bus and that any further bus referrals will result in a recommendation to the School Board for bus expulsion for the rest of the 2008-2009 school year and all of 2009-2010.  Julie Thomas seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.
Student #2100003956 and the student’s mother were present in Case #09-019.  After hearing testimony, and upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas,  Robert Rankin made a motion to expel Student #2100003956 from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2008-2009 and all of 2009-2010; that the student may apply for admission at the Practical Careers Academy; that student is banned from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period (except to attend PCA, if permitted); that while enrolled at PCA through board action student shall be transported to student’s home school site or PCA site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated, non-student adult; that while enrolled at PCA through board action if student exhibits behavior resulting in recommendation for suspension from bus or school student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County schools including PCA for remainder of time specified in Order of Student Expulsion; and that prior to being readmitted to student’s home school site student must provide clean drug test at parent’s expense.  Robert Clemons seconded Mr. Rankin’s motion.  Approval was unanimous.
Case #09-015:  Student #2100002291 and the student’s parents were in attendance.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Robert Rankin moved to expel Student #2100002291 for the remainder of 2008-2009 and all of 2009-2010 from public schools and buses in Gilchrist County and to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period.  The motion was seconded by Robert Clemons.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
