Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Robert Rankin and seconded by Michelle Carter.  Vote was unanimous for approval.

MINUTES


Motion was made by Michelle Carter and seconded by Julie Thomas to accept the minutes of the meeting held on March 17, 2009 and the meeting held on March 23, 2009.  Vote was unanimous for approval.

CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS

There were no delegations present wishing to address the Board.
OPERATIONS
Ronnie McQueen, Gilchrist County Administrator, appeared before the Board and requested tapping into the board’s water line to be able to supply water to the Senior Citizen’s Center.  Board member Robert Clemons joined the meeting at 10:10 A.M.  Robert Clemons moved to approve Gilchrist County tapping into the city water line on school board property for the new Senior Citizens Center.  Mr. Clemons’ motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Ron Mills, Gilchrist County Emergency Management Chief addressed the board regarding pets in emergency shelters.  No action was required from the Board.

David Spencer, Director of Operations updated the Board as to the status of current projects.  Mr. Spencer then presented his proposal for letting bids.  Michelle Carter moved to authorize letting bids for custodial services on a school by school basis; to let bid for stripping, sealing and waxing of tile floor surfaces throughout facilities on a cost per square foot basis with area to be cleaned determined by the Superintendent; to let bid for steam cleaning of carpeted areas through out all facilities on a cost per square foot basis with the area to be cleaned to be at the Superintendent’s discretion; to let bid for garbage pickup for the bus garage and Bell campuses; to request an extension of the contract with North Florida Environmental Services; to request quarterly quotes from suppliers of propane within a 30 mile radius; to use A-1 Pest Control on an as-needed basis; to negotiate power-washing on an as-needed basis by directed by the Superintendent; and to use Suwannee Valley Septic and Smith Septic in rotation on an as-needed basis.  Robert Rankin seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.  

Mr. Spencer addressed the Board regarding a bus that was left from the salvage sale.  Julie Thomas moved to approve selling the bus to Josh Moore for $1,000.00.  Michelle Carter seconded the motion.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.

USE OF FACILITIES

Superintendent Don Thomas presented a request to use facilities from Friends of the NRA.  Robert Clemons moved to approve Friends of the NRA using facilities at Trenton Elementary School on July 30, 2009.  Michelle Carter seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

The motion was seconded by Robert Rankin.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

REPORTS
Various reports were given.  The Board recessed at 12:00 P.M. and will resume its meeting at 2:00 P.M.
DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS

In closed session, the Board conducted the following disciplinary reviews.


Case #09-017:  Student #2100002233, the student’s mother and the mother’s friend were present.  After reviewing the case and hearing testimony from the parties, Michelle Carter moved to expel Student #2100002233 for the remainder of 2008-2009 and that the student may return to school at the beginning of the 2009-2010 school year.  Robert Rankin seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


In Case #08-024, Student #2100002639 and the student’s mother appeared.  The case was reviewed and testimony was presented.  Robert Rankin moved to allow Student #2100002639 to return to school by attending the Practical Careers Academy; that the student shall submit a drug test prior to entry at the PCA and shall submit to random drug tests, at the parent’s expense, while enrolled at the PCA; that student shall be transported to home school site or PCA site by bus, parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; and that student is banned from campus and all school functions (except to attend PCA during school hours) during enrollment at the PCA.  Mr. Rankin’s motion was seconded by Robert Clemons.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

The mother and student #2100004738 attended the hearing in Case #09-024.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Julie Thomas moved to expel Student #2100004738 for the remainder of 2008-2009 and all of 2009-2010; that the student may apply for admission at the Practical Careers Academy; that student is banned from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period (except to attend the PCA during school hours); that student shall be served appropriate educational services as required by law; that student shall be transported to student’s home school site or PCA site by bus, parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; that if student exhibits behavior resulting in recommendation for suspension from bus or school while enrolled at the PCA student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County schools, including the PCA, for the remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion; and that the student shall pay back all monies stolen and pay for the candy that was stolen.  Ms. Thomas’ motion was seconded by Robert Rankin.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.

Case #09-020:  Student #2100008982 and the student’s parent/guardian did not attend the hearing.  The Board heard testimony from administration.  Based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Michelle Carter moved to expel Student #2100008982 for the remainder of 2008-2009 and all of 2009-2010; that the student may apply for admission at the Practical Careers Academy; that student shall be banned from all Gilchrist County campuses and school functions during the expulsion period (except to attend PCA during school hours); that student shall be served appropriate educational services as required by law; that student shall be transported to home school site or PCA site by bus, parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; that if student exhibits behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension while at the PCA student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County schools, including PCA for the remainder of time specified the Order of Student Expulsion.  The motion was seconded by Robert Clemons.  Board approval was unanimous.

In Case #09-021, Student #2100004438 and the student’s parents were present.  After hearing testimony and based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Michelle Carter moved to expel Student #2100004438 for the remainder of 2008-2009 and all of 2009-2010; that student may apply for admission at the Practical Careers Academy; that student is banned from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period (except to attend the PCA during school hours); that student shall be served appropriate educational services as required by law; that all counseling services available through the Gilchrist County school system shall be provided to the student; that student shall be transported to home school site or PCA site by bus, parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; and that if student exhibits behavior resulting in recommendation for suspension from bus or school while enrolled at PCA, student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County schools, including PCA, for remainder of time specified in Order of Student Expulsion.  Robert Clemons seconded.  Approval was unanimous.  Mr. Clemons left the meeting at 3:45 P.M.

Student #2100008243 (Case #09-023) and the student’s dad attended the hearing.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Based upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Robert Rankin moved to expel Student #2100008243 until April 13, 2009 with the student returning to school on April 14, 2009; that the student must check in with an adult every morning; that student shall be subject to random searches and random drug tests, at parent’s expense; that student shall be referred to counseling with Meridian or the school counselor; that student shall not have a backpack at school or on the bus; and that student shall be referred to Gilchrist County Safe Schools and Student’s Program.  The motion was seconded by Julie Thomas.  Board approval was unanimous.

In Case #09-022, Student #2100008129 and the parent/guardian failed to appear.  Based upon testimony presented and the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Julie Thomas moved to expel Student #2100008129 from all public schools and buses in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2008-2009 and all of 209-2010; to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period; and that the student must appear before the school board if the student desires admission to school prior to the end of the expulsion term.   Robert Rankin seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

There being no further business, the Board adjourned at 4:05 P.M.
