OPERATIONS

David Spencer, Director of Operations, provided an update as to the status of current projects.  No action was required from the Board.  

Mr. Spencer then presented the FISH Certification of Facilities Data.  Lois Fletcher made a motion to approve the FISH Certification.  Cloud Haley seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


Cloud Haley made a motion to approve the request for the Friends of the NRA Banquet at Trenton Elementary School on July 31, 2008.  Michelle Carter seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Lois Fletcher made a motion to approve the Gray Construction Services Owner Direct Purchase Vendor PO Requests Group #3 for the Trenton Elementary Classroom Addition Project.  Cloud Haley seconded Ms. Fletcher’s request.  Approval was unanimous.
DISCIPLINARY REVIEW

At the request of the parent/guardian, the Board conducted a disciplinary review in Case #08-034 in open session.  Student #2100002163 and the student’s parents/guardians attended the hearing.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Upon the recommendation of Superintendent James Vickers, Cloud Haley made a motion to expel student #2100002163 for the remainder of 2007-2008; that the student may apply for admission at the Practical Careers Academy for the 2008-2009 school year; that the student may be recommended by the PCA administration to return to student’s home school site at the end of the 2008-2009 school year; that student is expelled from all public school buses for the remainder of 2007-2008; that student is banned from campus and all school functions during expulsion period (except to attend PCA during school hours in 2008-2009); that student shall be served appropriate educational services as required by law; that student shall be transported to home school site or PCA site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved, designated non-student adult; that if student exhibits 
behavior resulting in recommendation for suspension from bus or school while enrolled at Practical Careers Academy student shall immediately be expelled from all Gilchrist County Schools, including Practical Careers Academy, for the remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion.  The motion was seconded by Lois Fletcher.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.
