PUBLIC HEARING – 6:15 P.M.


At 6:15 P.M., the Board conducted a public hearing, as advertised, to adopt the final budget.  David Dose, Director of Finance presented the final budget on behalf of Superintendent James Vickers. 

Robert Clemons moved to approved the millage rates as follows:  Required Local Effort at 4.874 mills, Basic Discretionary at .510 mills, Supplemental Discretionary at .250 mills, and Capital Improvement at 2.000 mills.  Cloud Haley seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Robert Rankin moved to approve the District Summary Budget for the fiscal year 2007-2008 as presented by the Superintendent.  Cloud Haley seconded the motion.  Board approval was unanimous.


Sheree Lancaster, Board Attorney, read the resolution on millages.  Robert Clemons moved that the resolution adopting the millage rates be approved.  Mr. Clemons’ motion was seconded by Michelle Carter.  Approval was unanimous.

Board Attorney Sheree Lancaster read the resolution on the final budget.  Cloud Haley moved that the resolution adopting the final budget be approved.  The motion was seconded by Michelle Carter.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.
OPERATIONS

David Spencer, Director of Operations updated the Board as to the status of current projects.  No action was required.

Mr. Spencer then requested approval for a partial survey at Trenton Elementary School for the classroom addition project.  Cloud Haley made a motion to approve Parrish Land Surveying providing a partial survey as outlined in the JRA Architects proposal.  Michelle Carter seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
