Steve Buckles, President of the Suwannee Valley Leagues requested that the Board support an art contest in the Gilchrist County Schools for the purpose of designing a mascot and logo for Suwannee Valley Leagues.   Upon the recommendation of Superintendent James Vickers, Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the request.  Carol Hyde-Buck seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.  

Suwannee Valley Leagues then presented a beautiful plaque to the Board and Superintendent for continued support of Gilchrist County youth by providing access to the schools’ facilities for the Suwannee Valley Leagues sports programs.

Mary Bennett, Director of Special Programs, provided information regarding item 9-B-2.    Robert Clemons made a motion to approve the Tri-County Prekindergarten Interagency Council Procedures as presented.  Lois Fletcher seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

The Board conducted an executive session which was closed to the public.

DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS

In closed session the Board conducted disciplinary reviews.  Carol Hyde-Buck was unable to attend the afternoon session due to a prior commitment.

In Case #06-005, student #2100003357 and the student’s father were present.  After hearing testimony from the parties, and upon the recommendation of Superintendent James Vickers, Gary Rexroat made a motion that Student #2100003357 is allowed to return to student’s home school site effective March 20, 2006 provided student successfully completes the remainder of the Alternative School Program and submits proof of a current negative drug test at student’s expense.  Robert Clemons seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Case #06-006:  Student #2100004063 and the student’s parents attended the hearing.  Upon the recommendation of Superintendent James Vickers, Lois Fletcher made a motion to allow Student #210004063 to return to student’s home school site effective March 20, 2006 provided student successfully completes the remainder of the Alternative School Program and submits proof of a current negative drug test at student’s expense.  Ms. Fletcher’s motion was seconded by Robert Clemons.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.


Student #2100001677 and the student’s mother attended the hearing for Case #06-007.  Based upon the recommendation of Superintendent James Vickers, Robert Clemons made a motion, which was seconded by Gary Rexroat, to allow Student #2100001677 to return to student’s home school site effective March 20, 2006 provided student successfully completes the remainder of the Alternative School Program and submits proof of a current negative drug test at student’s expense.  Approval was unanimous.

In Case #06-030, Student #2100006095 and the student’s mother attended the hearing.  Upon the recommendation of Superintendent James Vickers, Gary Rexroat made a motion to allow Student #2100006095 to return to student’s home school site effective March 20, 2006 provided student successfully completes remainder of Alternative School Program and that the Order expelling Student #2100006095 remain in effect.  After discussion, Gary Rexroat made a motion to have the 504 committee meet regarding the transportation to and from school of 
Student #2100006095 and that the bus expulsion remain in effect until the 504 committee determines the best method of transporting the student to and from school.  Mr. Rexroat’s motion was seconded by Lois Fletcher.  Vote of the Board was unanimous to approve the motion.


In Case #06-022 the student and the student’s parent/guardian were not in attendance.  After hearing testimony presented by the administration, and based upon the recommendation of Superintendent James Vickers, Gary Rexroat made a motion to expel Student #2100000965 from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2005-2006 and all of 2006-2007; to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period; that prior to re-admittance at student’s home school site student must produce a current negative drug test, at student’s expense; and that the student shall be served appropriate educational services as required by law.  Lois Fletcher seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Both Case #06-033 and Case #06-034 pertain to Student #2100005768 who did not attend the hearing.  The parent/guardian was not present either.  After hearing testimony, and upon the recommendation of Superintendent James Vickers, Lois Fletcher made a motion to allow student #2100005768 (Case #06-033) to return to student’s home school site effective March 20, 2006 provided student successfully completes remainder of Alternative School Program.  Robert Clemons seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.  Lois Fletcher then made a motion (Case #06-034) to expel student #21000005768 from all Gilchrist County public school buses for the remainder of 2005-2006 and all of 2006-2007.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.
ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, Gary Rexroat made a motion to adjourn which was seconded by Lois Fletcher.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.  The Board adjourned at 3:10 P.M.
