PERSONNEL


Upon the recommendation of Assistant Superintendent Dr. James Surrency, Gary Rexroat made a motion to appoint Elaine Sauerman to an instructional position effective September 26, 2004; to appoint Robin Norris as a temporary teacher aide effective October 13, 2004; and to appoint Penny Schwab as food service worker effective October 25, 2004.  The motion was seconded by Lois Fletcher.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent presented the timeline, as recommended by Mary Bennett, Director of Special Programs, for pre-kindergarten aides to complete the district required CDA certification.  Lois Fletcher made a motion, which was seconded by Ronald Smith, to require that the current aides have their CDA certification completed by January 08, 2006.  Board approval was unanimous.

Upon the recommendation of Assistant Superintendent Dr. James Surrency, J.M. Everett made a motion to approve Lake City Community College offering CDA classes at a cost of $850.00 per participant, including books, with the T.E.A.C.H. Scholarship Program of the Florida Children’s Forum paying up to 70% of the cost per applicant and the balance being funded by IDEA, Readiness Coalition and Even Start for the pre-k aides working in those settings.  Lois Fletcher seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

David Dose, Director of Finance, presented a request for approval to pay Juan Henley for services rendered under a Technology Grant through NEFEC during the 2003-2004 school year.  Gary Rexroat made a motion, which was seconded by Lois Fletcher, to approve paying Juan Henley for services rendered during 2003-2004 as outlined in the October 19, 2004 letter from Jean Ledvina.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.
