MINUTES


Motion was made by Ronald Smith and seconded by Gary Rexroat to accept the minutes of the meeting held on December 17, 2002.  Vote was unanimous for approval.

CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS

There were no delegations present wishing to address the Board.

RECOGNITIONS


Superintendent Don Thomas presented a certificate to Teri Jones, Trenton Elementary School teacher, honoring her for becoming a National Board Certified Teacher.  The Board and Superintendent Thomas expressed appreciation for the services rendered by Ms. Jones and for her commitment and dedication to Gilchrist County students.

Superintendent Thomas presented plaques for the 2000-2001 School Year and the 2001-2002 School Year to Bell Elementary School and Trenton Elementary School for being selected to receive “STAR” recognition.  Criteria for receiving “STAR” recognition is as follows:

INSTRUCTIONAL

Paula Fugel, Director of Instructional Support, provided information regarding the Academy of Business Technology student fee for MOS testing.  J.M. Everett made a motion, which was seconded by Gary Rexroat, to approve the following wording for the Academy regarding MOS testing:

All Academy students will be required to take the Microsoft Office Specialist Test in MS Word.  The Academy will provide funds for the initial test.  If a student fails the test and chooses to retake the Word test, he/she must apply and pay a fee of $25.00 which is equivalent to 1/2 the regular testing fee.  Failure of student to pass initial or subsequent Word test shall in no way affect student’s GPA.

If a student wishes to take an additional test from the Microsoft Office series, the student will be responsible for the full cost of the test based on the current price of the test.

Approval of the Board was unanimous.


A vocational/technical education programs update was provided by Director of Instructional Support, Paula Fugel.  No action was required by the Board.


Janet Langford, Director of Elementary Education, advised the Board of the Title III No Child Left Behind LEP/Immigrant Project Award Notification and the Contract with Language Facilitator.  The Board unanimously accepted the project award and approved the Contract with Language Facilitator on a motion from Lois Fletcher, seconded by Gary Rexroat.

Juan Henley, President of GE/United attended the meeting.  No concerns were presented and no board action was necessary.

OPERATIONS

Superintendent Don Thomas updated the Board as to the status of current projects.  Lois Fletcher made a motion to authorize the Superintendent to obtain quotes for resurfacing the track at Bell High School.  Ronald Smith seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.


The Board discussed the Local Planning Agency and the designation of a representative for the Gilchrist County School District.  Superintendent Don Thomas indicated that he had spoken with Michelle Walker Crawford who is a teacher at Trenton Middle/High School, and serves as chair and voting member of the Gilchrist County Planning and Zoning Board which has been designated as Gilchrist County’s Local Planning Agency.  Ben Chumley, County Planner, had advised the superintendent that the simplest way to satisfy the new rule under Florida Statute Chapter 163.3174 that requires representation of the school district on the Local Planning Agency would be to designate Michelle Walker Crawford as the representative.  Chairman James Vickers had previously assigned himself to represent the School Board on the Local Planning Agency at the re-organization meeting of the Gilchrist County School Board on November 19, 2002.  However, after further consideration, Chairman Vickers appointed Bill Park to represent the Gilchrist County School Board as a member of Gilchrist County’s Local Planning Agency.  Mr. Vickers indicated that Bill Park has been involved extensively with plans for growth and development in Gilchrist County for a number of years through his employment with Progress Energy, formerly Florida Power Corporation, and that he would be an excellent representative for the school district because of his expertise in this area.  Chairman Vickers also stated that by appointing Bill Park as the Board’s representative on the Local Planning Agency, the school district would in effect have twice as much representation because of the fact that Ms. Crawford is already a member of that agency.

Superintendent Don Thomas presented the need for an additional teacher at Bell Middle/High School.  Lois Fletcher made a motion to create an instructional position.  Ronald Smith seconded Ms. Fletcher’s motion.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.


Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve Lesa Rowe for an Over 300 Minutes Supplement.  J.M. Everett seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

At the request of Lois Fletcher, Chairman James Vickers added item #18., Pagers and Software, to the agenda for good cause.  J.M. Everett made a motion to add item 18 to the agenda.
