A parent addressed the Board regarding discipline.
ALTERNATIVE SCHOOL SITE


Dr James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, and Gary Smith, Alternative School Director, addressed the Board regarding concerns at the Alternative School Site.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to transfer one of the existing Trenton Middle/High School positions to Bell Middle/High School; to assign that transferred instructional position to the Alternative School; and to create a temporary teacher aide position through December 19, 2003 to be filled if the number of students at the Alternative School warrant filling that temporary aide position.  Mr. Rexroat’s motion was seconded by J.M. Everett.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.

INSTRUCTIONAL

Superintendent Don Thomas read Resolution #04-001.  The Board and Superintendent Thomas expressed appreciation for outstanding services to Kenny Fuquay, automotive teacher at Trenton High School.  

PERSONNEL


Superintendent Don Thomas, on behalf of himself and the Board, presented a plaque to Nancy Williams recognizing her on her recent retirement.  Mr. Thomas and the Board expressed their appreciation for the many years of dedication provided by Ms. Williams to Gilchrist County students.

AED DEVICE


Vice Chairman Gary Rexroat presented the protocol for AED devices recommended by the Health Committee.  Mr. Rexroat then made a motion to accept the protocol on AED’s with the missing pages added for CPR for a child.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

CURRENT PROJECTS

No updated was provided for current projects.

CELLULAR PHONES


Superintendent Don Thomas advised the Board that the rate for usage of minutes exceeding our plan total is now $.25 per minute.  Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Thomas, Lois Fletcher made a motion to increase the charge for personal usage of cellular phones from $.10 per minute to $.25 minute effective July 28, 2003 and to use September charges as a typical month for employees to determine the amount owed the district.  J.M. Everett seconded Ms. Fletcher’s motion.  Approval was unanimous.

PERSONNEL

Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, and Janet Langford, Director of Elementary Education presented information regarding the recommended personnel appointments.  Lois Fletcher made a motion to appoint Cindy Watson as district wide elementary instructor (academic coach) and to appoint Ila Hamill as food service worker (4.5 hours), effective November 07, 2003.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Additional hours for a food service worker was requested by Dr. James Surrency on behalf of Danna Tucker, Director of Food Service.  J.M. Everett moved that Kevin Blythe be given one (1) additional hour per day effective November 07, 2003.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.

Assistant Superintendent Dr. James Surrency requested approval of an out of field teacher.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve Jon Meinholz as out of field.  Mr. Rexroat’s motion was seconded by Lois Fletcher.  Approval was unanimous.
STUDENT SERVICES

Gary Rexroat made a motion, which was seconded by Ronald Smith, to approve student transfer applications for a kindergarten student and a 3rd grade student to Trenton Elementary School from Levy County.  Board approval was unanimous.

The motion was seconded by Lois Fletcher.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Various reports were given.

DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS

In closed session, the Board conducted disciplinary reviews.


Case #04-009:  The student and the student’s mother were present.  After testimony was presented by the parties, and upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Ronald Smith made a motion to expel Student #2193410058 for the remainder of 2003-2004 and all of 2004-2005; to allow the student to apply for admission at the Alternative School,  to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period, to require that student be transported to home school site or Alternative School site by bus, student’s parent/guardian, or an approved designated non-student adult, to require proof of a current negative drug test, at student’s expense, prior to re-admittance to student’s home school site, and to immediately expel the student from all Gilchrist County Schools, including the Alternative School, for the remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion should student’s behavior warrant  a recommendation for suspension from the bus or the Alternative School.   Lois Fletcher seconded.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


Student #2100002012 and student’s parents were present in Case #04-012.  Findings of fact were made based on testimony heard.  Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Gary Rexroat made a motion to expel the student for the remainder of 2003-2004, all of 2004-2005, to allow the student to apply for admission at the Alternative School, to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period, to require that student be transported to student’s home school site or Alterative School site by bus or by student’s parent/guardian or an approved designated non-student adult, to require that student submit, at student’s expense, proof of a current negative drug test prior to re-admittance at student’s home school site, and that student be immediately expelled from all Gilchrist County Schools, including the Alternative School, for the remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion should student exhibit behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from the bus or from the Alternative School.  The motion was seconded by J.M. Everett.  Board approval was unanimous.

In Case #04-010, Student #2100000637 and the student’s parents were present.  Testimony was presented.  Ronald Smith made a motion, based upon Superintendent Don Thomas’ recommendation, that Student #2100000637 be expelled for the remainder of 2003-2004 and all of 2004-2005, that the student’s be permitted to apply for admission at the Alternative School, that the student be banned from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period, that student be transported to student’s home school site or the Alternative School site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved designated non-student adult, that 
student submit, at student’s expense, proof of a current negative drug test prior to re-admittance at student’s home school site, and that student be immediately expelled from all Gilchrist County Schools, including the Alternative School, for the remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion if student exhibits behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from the bus or the Alternative School.  Lois Fletcher seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

Student #2192312033, the student’s parents, and the student’s attorney appeared before the Board.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, J.M. Everett made a motion to expel the student for the remainder of 2003-2004, all of 2004-2005 and to permit the student to apply for admission at the Alternative School, to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period, to require that student be transported by bus, student’s parent/guardian or approved designated non-student adult while student is enrolled at the Alternative School, to require that student submit, at student’s expense, proof of a current negative drug test prior to re-admittance at student’s home school site, and to immediately expel student from all school in Gilchrist County, including the Alternative School, for the remainder of time specified in Order of Student Expulsion should student exhibit behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from the bus or the Alternative School.  The motion was seconded by Ronald Smith.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.

In Case #04-011, Student #2194410065 and the student’s parent were present.  After hearing testimony presented, and the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Lois Fletcher made a motion, which was seconded by Ronald Smith, to expel Student #2194410065 for the remainder of 2003-2004 and all of 2004-2005, to allow the student to apply for admission at the Alternative School, to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period, to require that student be transported to student’s home school site or Alternative School site by bus, student’s parent/guardian or an approved designated non-student adult while student is enrolled at Alternative School, to require submission, at student’s expense, of a current negative drug test prior to re-admittance at student’s home school site, to immediately expel student from all schools in Gilchrist County, including the Alternative School, for remainder of time specified in the Order of Student Expulsion should student exhibit behavior resulting in a recommendation for suspension from the bus or from the Alternative School.  Board approval was unanimous.

Case #04-005:  Student #2194410052 and the student’s mother attended the hearing.  Upon completion of testimony and the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Lois Fletcher made a motion to expel Student #2194410052 from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2003-2004, all of 2004-2005 and to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period.  J.M. Everett seconded.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, Gary Rexroat made a motion to adjourn which was seconded by Ronald Smith.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.  The Board adjourned at 9:30 P.M. into Executive Session which ended at 9:45 P.M.
