MINUTES


Motion was made by Gary Rexroat and seconded by J.M. Everett to accept the minutes of the meeting held on February 05, 2002.  Vote was unanimous for approval.

CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS


A student addressed the Board apologizing for his actions at a previous meeting.  The Board accepted the apology.  Principal of Trenton Middle/High School, Drew Stone, advised the Board of teacher concerns regarding the cost for replacement/loss of the wireless classrooms.  No action was required from the Board.

ROUTINE GROWTH AND DEVELOPMENT SCREENING

Susan Gibb with the Gilchrist County Health Department spoke to the Board regarding a letter requiring body mass index screening.  She advised that the Health Department is now required to measure body mass and provide the information as part of the routine growth and development screening.  No Board action was necessary.

NATIONAL SCHOOL BREAKFAST WEEK


James Vickers made a motion, which was seconded by Lois Fletcher, to endorse Governor Bush’s Resolution proclaiming March 4-8, 2002 as National School Breakfast Week.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

PERSONNEL


Michael Jacobi, Assistant Director of Finance, presented a request to create a temporary full-time teacher aide position.  Mr. Jacobi indicated this position would be used at Trenton Elementary School.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to create a temporary full-time teacher aide position through the end of the 2001-2002 school year.  Mr. Rexroat’s motion was seconded by Lois Fletcher.  Board approval was unanimous.


Rob Ice, Contract Negotiator, presented the Union Contract.  James Vickers made a motion to approve the contract as presented.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

OPERATIONS

Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, presented board policy amendments.  The Board decided to continue the review of policy amendments in a workshop.  No action was required at this time.


David Spencer, Director of Operations, presented information regarding the air conditioning bid.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to award the bid to MMS Mechanical Services.  James Vickers seconded Mr. Rexroat’s motion.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


Mr. Spencer then recommended awarding the bid for the retrofit light fixtures.  James Vickers made a motion, which was seconded by J.M. Everett, to award the retrofit light fixture bid to Interstate Supply.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.

David Spencer, Director of Operations, updated the Board as to the status of current projects.  David Dose, Director of Finance, provided information as to architect negotiations.  Gary Rexroat made a motion, which was seconded by Lois Fletcher, to authorize Superintendent Don Thomas to commence negotiations with the #2 ranked architect if negotiations fail with the first choice.  Board approval was unanimous.

At 7:40 P.M. the Board took a break.

DISCIPLINARY REVIEW

The board meeting resumed at 8:00 P.M. in closed session.


In Case #02-022, the student nor the parent/guardian were present.  Testimony was presented by the administration.  James Vickers made a motion to expel Student #1200969243 from all public schools in Gilchrist County for the remainder of 2001-2002 and all of the 2002-2003 school year; to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period; and to provide appropriate educational services as required by law.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


Student #2100002881 (Case #02-023) and her parents were present along with Attorney Denise Ferrero.  After hearing testimony presented by all parties, James Vickers made a motion, which was seconded by Gary Rexroat, to expel Student #2100002881 for one (1) day; to allow the student to return to school on Thursday, February 28, 2002 and to ban the student from campus and all school functions for the duration of the expulsion period.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Attorney Denise Ferrero, Student #2100003881 and parents were present in Case #02-025.  Testimony was presented.  J.M. Everett made a motion to expel Student #2100003881 for one (1) day; to allow the student to return to school on Thursday, February 28, 2002 and to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period.  Lois Fletcher seconded.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.


Case #02-024, Student #2100001379, Attorney Denise Ferrero and parents were present.  After testimony was presented, Gary Rexroat made a motion to expel Student #2100001379 for one (1) day; to allow the student to return to school on Thursday, February 28, 2002 and to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period.  The motion was seconded by J.M. Everett.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.

The meeting resumed in open session with the Board discussing discipline.
