Motion was made by James Vickers and seconded by J.M. Everett to accept the minutes of the meeting held on May 15, 2001.  Vote was unanimous for approval.

CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS

Bell High School Principal, Buddy Schofield discussed pre-selling football tickets for home games with the Board.  Mr. Schofield proposed selling tickets on Thursday and Friday for $3.00 each.  The board supported Mr. Schofield’s proposal.

INSTRUCTIONAL

Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent addressed the Board regarding the need for a committee to develop a policy on the “Children’s Internet Protection Act”.  James Vickers made a motion to approve the appointment of a committee to develop a proposed policy for internet protection.  J.M. Everett seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.

FDLRS/Springs Grant Application for 2001-2002 was presented by Dr. James Surrency.

PERSONNEL


James Vickers made a motion to appoint Harry K. Hutson Sr. as instructor effective August 06, 2001; to appoint Lisa Rowland as guidance counselor effective August 06, 2001; to and to appoint Bessie Destin, Mai-Vi Callahan, Taven Weeks and Elizabeth Wright as student office clerks effective June 20, 2001 through August 02, 2001, up to 6 hours per day, 4 days per week.  Lois Fletcher seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Dr. James Surrency presented information regarding the need for additional driver’s education instruction.  Lois Fletcher made a motion to appoint Tommy Malloy as driver’s education instructor.  J.M. Everett seconded Ms. Fletcher’s motion.  Board approval was unanimous.


James Vickers made a motion, which was seconded by J.M. Everett, to approve an unpaid administrative internship for Peggy Jones at Trenton Elementary School for the summer of 2001.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.


Sheree Lancaster, Board Attorney, presented the negotiated settlement on the bus driver arbitration.  Lois Fletcher made a motion to approve the negotiated settlement.  J.M. Everett seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


James Vickers made a motion to approve paying a $75.00 per day stipend, with number of days not to exceed sixteen (16), to Sherry Shepherd, Jason Johnson, Tiffany Liles and Terry Carnley (Bell Middle/High School teachers) for IEP’s.  Mr. Vickers’ motion was seconded by Lois Fletcher.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

RESCIND APPROVAL OF CONTRACT

DISTRICT SCHOOL ADVISORY COUNCIL RECOMMENDATIONS


Assistant Superintendent, Dr. James Surrency introduced Roy Smith, Chairman of the Gilchrist County District School Advisory Council. Roy Smith presented the 2001 recommendations of the council.  Council members answered questions posed by the Board.  Superintendent Don Thomas and the Board expressed its appreciation for the dedication of the council and its efforts to continue making improvements in the Gilchrist County school system.

STUDENT TRANSFER REQUESTS


James Vickers made a motion to approve the transfer requests for two (2) 10th grade students to Bell High School and a 6th grade student to Bell Middle School from Dixie County.  J.M. Everett seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


James Vickers made a motion, which was seconded by Lois Fletcher, to approve a 6th grade student to Trenton Middle School and a kindergarten student to Trenton Elementary School from Levy County.  Approval was unanimous.


A motion was made by Lois Fletcher to approve a Pre-K student to Bell Elementary School from Suwannee County, contingent upon the student meeting qualifications of the program and space availability.  J.M. Everett seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Lois Fletcher made a motion to approve the purchase and installation of carpet and ceiling tiles for Building 19 (the new 6th grade classrooms).  The motion was seconded by J.M. Everett.  Board approval was unanimous.

Superintendent Don Thomas presented the proposal to amending the transportation policy.  J.M. Everett made a motion to authorize advertising the amendment.  James Vickers seconded.  Approval to advertise was unanimous.
