Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Craig Watson and seconded by James Vickers.  Vote was unanimous for approval.

MINUTES


Motion was made by Ronald Smith and seconded by Gary Rexroat to accept the minutes of the meeting held on May 11, 2000, May 16, 2000 and May 24, 2000.  Vote was unanimous for approval.

CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS


An instructor from Bell Middle/High School addressed the Board regarding teaching at risk students.  A friend of an out of county student appeared before the Board regarding admission to Gilchrist County of the student.  The Board took no action on either item.

BENCOR PRE-TAX TERMINAL PAY PROGRAM

Corky Taylor, representative of BENCOR presented his company’s Pre-Tax Terminal Pay Program.  James Vickers made a motion to rescind the initial BENCOR plan along with any and all other plans pertaining to pre-tax terminal pay and to approve amending the BENCOR Pre-Tax Terminal Pay Plan with a threshold limit of $2,751.00 for terminal pay.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Further discussion ensued.  James Vickers then made a motion to clarify that the sick pay deferral plan approved by the Board on November 16, 1999 was the BENCOR Plan and to amend the BENCOR Plan to include all employees with no exclusions, to have the amended BENCOR Plan approved by the Union, to designate a minimum limit of $2,751.00 with a hold harmless provision and to pay sick leave over a five (5) year period for DROP participants.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

INSTRUCTIONAL

The Business  Academy teachers then presented information regarding the Printing Press venture.  Craig Watson made a motion to approve the Printing Press school based enterprise.
