Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Ronald Smith and seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Vote was unanimous for approval.

MINUTES


Motion was made by James Vickers and seconded by Ronald Smith to accept the minutes of the meeting held on September 28, 2000 and October 03, 2000.  Vote was unanimous for approval.

CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS


An instructor from Bell Middle/High School approached the Board regarding use of facilities for a banquet and establishing a World War II museum.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to add item #16-A., Use of Facilities, and item #16-B., Establishment of World War II Museum, to the agenda.  Mr. Rexroat’s motion was seconded by Ronald Smith.  Approval of the Board to add the items was unanimous.  Gary Rexroat then made a motion to approve use of facilities for a banquet on November 14, 2000 honoring war veterans at the Bell Elementary Cafetorium.  Ronald Smith seconded the motion.  During discussion, it was determined that it was unnecessary for the board to approve the use of facilities for this festivity.  Gary Rexroat withdrew his motion and Ronald Smith withdrew his second.  Gary Rexroat made a motion that the Board heartily endorse the banquet honoring war veterans.  Ronald Smith seconded the motion.  Board approval was unanimous.  The Board discussed the request for establishment of a World War II Museum at the Old Bell High School and determined that board action was not appropriate at this time.

STUDENT SERVICES

In closed session, the Board conducted a disciplinary review.  Student #0109522181 and the student’s mother were present for the hearing.  After hearing testimony presented by the parties, James Vickers made a motion to expel student #0109522181 for the remainder of the 2000-2001 school year, to permit the student to apply for admission at the Alternative School, to allow the student to petition for re-admittance at Bell High School upon the recommendation of Alternative School Administration and to ban the student from campus and all school functions during the expulsion period.  Mr. Vickers’ motion was seconded by Ronald Smith.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.

CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS


A concerned citizen addressed the Board regarding support of a petition for relocation of crossing lights and a school crossing at SW 5th Street for the new Trenton Elementary School.  Chairman J.M. Everett added, for good cause, item #7.  James Vickers made a motion, which was seconded by Gary Rexroat, to approve adding item #7, Endorse Petition for Relocation of Crossing Lights and Establishment of School Crossing, to the agenda.  Vote of the Board to amend the agenda was unanimous.  James Vickers then made a motion for the Board to endorse the petition and to have the School Board Attorney draft a Resolution to be attached to the Petition for Relocation of Crossing Lights and Establishment of School Crossing.  Ronald Smith seconded the motion.  The Board rendered unanimous approval.


A concerned parent spoke to the Board regarding the length of time students attend the Alternative School.  Action was not necessary from the Board.

UNION CONTRACT


Rob Ice, Contract Negotiator, presented the Union Contract proposals.  Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Gary Rexroat made a motion to ratify the contract contingent upon Union approval.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.

PERSONNEL


James Vickers made a motion to appoint Tyler Burns and Tom Sessions as instructors, effective October 16, 2000.  Ronald Smith seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the Coordinator of Maintenance job description.  Mr. Rexroat’s motion was seconded by James Vickers.  Board approval was unanimous.


Jean Ledvina, Principal of Trenton Elementary School, addressed the Board regarding the need for a temporary instructional aide at her school.  Ronald Smith made a motion to create a temporary instructional aide to be used on an as needed basis.  The motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Ronald Smith made a motion to approve a leave of absence for Linda Griffin effective September 12, 2000 through January 01, 2001.  James Vickers seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, provided information on out of field teachers.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve out of field teachers as presented.  Ronald Smith seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

Ronald Smith made a motion to approve Bell FFA hosting the classroom portion of a Hunter Safety Program with the Florida Fish and Game Commission being responsible for the range activity portion.  James Vickers seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.

WAIVER FOR HURRICANE DAY


James Vickers made a motion to apply for a waiver, as a result of closing Gilchrist County schools on September 18, 2000 because of Hurricane Gordon, to reduce the school term by one day without a proportionate reduction in funding.  Gary Rexroat seconded Mr. Vickers’ motion.  Approval was unanimous.
