PRESENTATIONS

Director of Instructional Support, Paula Fugel, provided an overview of the planning process for the Gilchrist County Construction Trades Magnet Program.  Information was also provided by Kurt Morauer, Workforce Development Director for the North Central Construction Education Research and Dr. Robert Cox from the University of Florida Rinker School of Construction.  After the presentation, Gary Rexroat made a motion to pursue the construction trades magnet program.  The motion was seconded by James Vickers.  Board approval was unanimous.

Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, introduced Bill Park, Chairman of the Gilchrist County District Advisory Council.  After introducing the following members of the council:  Roy Smith, Terrie Brooks, Lee Atwood, Sandy Moore and Charlie Smith, Mr. Park  presented the 1998-99 District Advisory Council recommendations to the Board.  The Board and Superintendent Don Thomas expressed appreciation to the council members for their dedication and service to Gilchrist County schools.

Approval of the Board was unanimous.

1999-2000 WORKFORCE FUNDING

Paula Fugel, Director of Instructional Support, presented information regarding a waiver for the Business Academy at Trenton High School.  J.M. Everett made a motion, which was seconded by Ronald Smith, to approve the waiver.  Board approval was unanimous.

Mary Bennett, Director of Special Programs, discussed the proposal to relocate the Bell Family Preservation Child Care Program to the Trenton Full Service Facility and the contract with the Department of Children and Families.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the relocate of the child care program and to approve the contract with Department of Children and Families.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, presented information regarding extending the school year.  Gary Rexroat made a motion not to extend the school year.  Mr. Rexroat=s motion was seconded by Ronald Smith.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.

Ronald Smith made a motion to approve the transfer request of a 6th grade and a 7th grade student to Trenton Middle School from Alachua County for the 1999-2000 school year.  J.M. Everett seconded.  Approval was unanimous.

Gary Rexroat made a motion to appoint Jennifer Rowe as instructor; David Gilliland as JROTC instructor; Kathy Weaver and Christi Patterson Rhinehart as guidance counselors;  Eleanor S. Hines as instructor; George Kreinbihl as instructor, effective August 04, 1999 through June 01, 2000; Carla O=Steen as food service worker effective August 04, 1999 through May 25, 2000; John Yencho as temporary hourly mechanical trades maintenance worker, district-wide effective June 04, 1999 through August 03, 1999; Anna Jones as temporary school psychologist at daily rate on as needed basis not to exceed 4 days per week from June 04, 1999 through June 30, 1999 and to appoint Anna Jones as psychologist during 1999-2000 school year not to exceed 2 days per week at daily rate from instructional salary schedule.
