In closed session, the Board reviewed the petition of Bell High School Student #2192312619, Case #99-012,  for readmittance.  The student, the mother, the mother=s fiancee= and the student=s counselor were present at the hearing.  After hearing testimony presented by the parties, and upon the recommendation of the superintendent, Gary Rexroat made a motion to place the student in the Alternative School for the 1999-2000 school year. PUBLIC HEARING

At 6:00 P.M., the Board conducted a hearing as advertised.  Superintendent Don Thomas and Natalie Rankin, Assistant Finance Director-Coordinator of Personnel/Administrative Services, presented information regarding the tentative budget and millage.  

Gary Rexroat made a motion to tentatively approve the millage levy for the Required Local Effort millage at 6.335, the Basic Discretionary millage rate of .510, the Supplemental Discretionary millage of .250 and the Capital Outlay millage of 2.00 mills.  Mr. Rexroat=s motion was seconded by J.M. Everett.  Approval was unanimous.

J.M. Everett moved to approve the tentative budget for 1999-2000 as presented by the Superintendent.  The motion was seconded by Ronald Smith.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.

Ronald Smith made a motion, which was seconded by Gary Rexroat, to hold the Final Budget Hearing on Tuesday, September 07, 1999 at 7:00 P.M. in the Gilchrist County Courthouse.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.
