MINUTES

Motion was made by James Vickers and seconded by Ronald Smith to accept the minutes of the meeting held on March 02, 1999.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS


There were no delegations present wishing to address the Board.

RECOGNITIONS
Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, introduced recipients of Juvenile Justice awards.  Superintendent Don Thomas, along with Robert Rankin, Assistant Principal of Bell Elementary School, presented a plaque and a certificate to Billy Patton honoring him for service to his school.  Superintendent Thomas and Dr. James Longstreth, Principal of Bell Middle/High School, presented the plaque and certificate to Jared Gillman for turning his life around.  A plaque and certificate was also presented to Ashley Hughes for her life turn around by Superintendent Thomas and Trenton Middle/High School Assistant Principal, Lynette Langford.  The Board, Superintendent Thomas and the school administrators expressed how proud they are of these students.

STUDENT SERVICES
In closed session, the Board heard testimony regarding Bell High School student #2192312619 in Case #99-012.  The student nor her parents were present.  Melanie Teves, representative of the Corner Drug Store, appeared on behalf of the student.  After hearing the evidence presented, James Vickers made a motion to expel student #2192312619 for the remainder of the 1998-99 school year and all of 1999-2000 with the student having the right to petition the Board for readmittance at Bell High School prior to the beginning of the 1999-2000 school year.  Gary Rexroat seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Continuing in closed session, the Board then heard Case #99-013 regarding Bell High School student #2100002939.  The student nor her parents were present at the hearing.  After testimony was presented, J.M. Everett made a motion to expel the student for the remainder of the 1998-99 school year and for all of the 1999-2000 school year.  The motion was seconded by Ronald Smith.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.

Case #99-014, Bell High School student #2100001043 was then presented  The student nor his parents were present.  Gary Rexroat made a motion, which was seconded by Ronald Smith, to expel student #2100001043 from the bus for the remainder of the 1998-99 school year.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Still in closed session, testimony was provided in Case #99-015, Bell High School student #2100000052.  The student nor his parents were present.  After hearing the testimony presented Gary Rexroat made a motion to expel student #2100000052 from the bus for the remainder of the 1998-99 school year and to require the student to pay restitution for damages to the bus seat.  Mr. Rexroat’s motion was seconded by J.M. Everett.  The Board rendered unanimous approval.

OPERATIONS
Dave Vincent, representative of JRA Architects, Inc., presented change order #12 on the Bell High School project.  Ronald Smith made a motion to approve the change order.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.

Chairman Watson added item 8-A-3., Payment to Perry-Parrish, Inc., to the agenda.  Gary Rexroat made a motion, which was seconded by J.M. Everett to approve adding the item.  Vote of the Board was unanimous to amend the agenda.  Gary Rexroat then made a motion to approve final payment to Perry-Parrish, Inc. on the Bell High School project.  Mr. Rexroat’s motion was seconded by J.M. Everett.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

JRA’s Architect Dave Vincent provided information on the new Trenton Elementary School project.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to authorize an additional survey cost of $1,072.50 for the project.  J.M. Everett seconded the motion.  Board approval was unanimous.

David Spencer, Director of Operations, updated the Board on current projects.  No action was required.


INSTRUCTIONAL
Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, and Paula Fugel, Director of Instructional Support, gave a presentation of student performance data which updated the Board regarding block scheduling which was implemented in 1996-97.  No action was required.

Information regarding student participation in Florida On-Line High School was presented by Dr. James Surrency.  The Board took no action.
