Several concerned parents addressed the Board regarding head lice in the elementary school.  


BUS ROUTES

David Spencer, Director of Operations, presented information regarding bus routes.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to establish a temporary Bell route into Waters Lake for the remainder of this year.  James Vickers seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


RECOGNITIONS

The Board recognized Roosevelt Hannah.  Jean Ledvina, Principal of Trenton Elementary School, praised the student for making the correct decision and presented him with a gift certificate.


PROJECTS

David Spencer, Director of Operations, updated the Board as to the status of current projects.  The Board also discussed possibilities for a district administration building.  No action was necessary.


Bobby Cresap and Dave Vincent, representatives from JRA Architects, presented replacement change order #1 on the Bell High School project.  James Vickers made a motion to approve the replacement change order.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Change Order #2 on the Bell High School project was presented by Dave Vincent.  Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve Bell High School change order #2.  Craig Watson seconded the motion.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


Craig Watson made a motion, which was seconded by Gary Rexroat, to approve providing the Department of Education a lottery bond proceeds letter in lieu of a resolution.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


CONTRACT/AGREEMENT

Craig Watson made a motion to approve the services agreement with Dr. John Love in the amount of $4,681.00.  James Vickers seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


ARCHITECT RANKING

James Vickers made a motion to approve rejecting all candidates for board architect.  Craig Watson seconded.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.


SUPPLEMENT WORKFORCE/MOWING EQUIPMENT

James Vickers made a motion to approve the use of supplemental work force and the purchase of mowing equipment from the state bid.  Mr. Vickers' motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Gary Rexroat then made a motion, which was seconded by James Vickers, to approve pursuing the training of personnel to supervise the supplemental workforce.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


ELECTRICAL SPECIFICATIONS

Craig Watson made a motion to approve securing electrical specifications for the old Trenton Middle School Building from Consulting Engineering Group.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


HOLD HARMLESS ASSURANCE FOR CENTRAL FLORIDA ELECTRIC

Dr. James Longstreth requested "hold harmless" assurance for Central Florida Electric Cooperative to bolster light poles at the football field.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve an Indemnity Agreement for Central Florida Electric Cooperative.  Craig Watson seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


INSTRUCTIONAL

Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, and Superintendent Don Thomas presented information on a school prototype.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve a school prototype of grades PK through 5 and a separate school of grades 6 through 12.  Craig Watson seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
