Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Gary Rexroat and seconded by Craig Watson.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


MINUTES


Motion was made by James Vickers and seconded by J.M. Everett to approve the minutes of the meeting held on February 12, 1998 and February 17, 1998.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS


Two representatives from the Bell High School band addressed the Board regarding a donation to help with the purchase of new band uniforms.  


Drew Stone, Principal of Trenton High School, presented proposed master schedules for Trenton Middle/High School.


PRESENTATIONS

Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, introduced Duffy Soto and Mike McKee from Lake City Community College.  Messrs. Soto and McKee presented information regarding the distance learning program.


PROJECTS UPDATE

David Spencer, Director of Operations, updated the Board regarding the status of current projects.  No action was required.


DISCIPLINARY REVIEW

In closed session, the Board held the following disciplinary reviews:


Bell Middle School Student #2100002018, Case #98-009 was not present.  The mother and the guardian of the student appeared before the Board.  The mother requested a continuance of this matter.  James Vickers made a motion, which was seconded by Gary Rexroat to continue this case until March 17, 1998 at 7:45 P.M.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.


In Case #98-012, Bell Middle School Student #2190312025 and his father appeared before the Board.  After hearing testimony presented by the student and Bell High School administration, James Vickers made a motion to expel the student for the remainder of this year and all of 1998-99 with the student having the right to petition for readmittance prior to the 1998-99 school year and to suspend the expulsion if student elects to attend the Learning Center for the remainder of the 1997-98 school year.  Gary Rexroat seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.  Due to a prior commitment, Chairman Ronald Smith had to leave the meeting.  Vice Chairman Craig Watson assumed the chair. 


Bell Middle School Student #2189312047, Case #98-011, appeared before the Board with her parents and Attorney Duke Lang.  After hearing testimony and receiving evidence presented, Gary Rexroat made a motion to expel student #2189312047 for the remainder of 97-98 and all of 98-99 with the student having the right to petition for readmittance prior to the commencement of the 98-99 school year and to suspend the expulsion if the student elects to attend the Learning Center for the remainder of 97-98 petitioning for readmittance prior to the 1998-99 school year.  J.M. Everett seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Attorney Sheree Lancaster advised the Board that the parent of Bell High School Student #2100000885 had requested a continuance due to a transportation problem.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to continue Case #98-010 until March 17, 1998 at 7:45 P.M.  James Vickers seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


In Case #98-013, the Board heard testimony regarding Bell High School Student #2100002292.  The student and his guardian were present.  James Vickers made a motion to expel the student for the remainder of this year and all of the next with the student having the right to petition for readmittance prior to 1998-99 and provide the opportunity for the student to be placed in the Learning Center, in lieu of expulsion, for the remainder of 1997-98 and petition for readmittance prior to 1998-99.  Mr. Vickers' motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


J.M. Everett made a motion to extend the suspension of Bell High School Student #5287465755, Case #98-014, and to schedule the hearing, for March 17, 1998 at 7:30 P.M.  The motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Approval was unanimous.


The Board recessed until 2:00 P.M.


STUDENT SERVICES

James Vickers made a motion to approve the Bell High School Jr./Sr. Prom to be held at the University Centre Hotel, April 9, 1998; the Trenton High School Jr./Sr. Prom to be held at the Thomas Center, April 3, 1998 and to approve 1998 Prom Promise Campaign for Trenton and Bell.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


PERSONNEL

Gary Rexroat made a motion to appoint Joanne Griffis as temporary custodian, effective March 4, 1998 to June 30, 1998.  J.M. Everett seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Janet Langford, Director of Elementary Education, presented information regarding elementary positions through the use of summer school funds.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the use of summer school monies to fund elementary positions.  James Vickers seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


J.M. Everett made a motion, which was seconded by James Vickers, to extend hours, not to exceed 3 hours per week, for a non-instructional employee to clean the Operations Facility.  Vote was unanimous.
