PROJECTS UPDATE

Bobby Cresap, JRA representative, updated the Board on current projects.  


Ronald Smith made a motion, which was seconded by Craig Watson, to approve putting the vinyl wall base back in the classrooms in buildings 2, 3 and 4 in the Bell Elementary School project and to issue a purchase order to Penn for $2,460.00.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
