Ronald Smith made a motion to authorize advertising to amend the attendance policy.  J.M. Everett seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


RECOGNITIONS

Superintendent Don Thomas presented a certificate to Charlene Leasor for her successful completion of the Gilchrist County Preparing New Principals Program.  Lynette Langford also successfully completed the program but was unable to attend the meeting to receive her certificate.


STUDENT TRANSFERS

J.M. Everett made a motion to approve student transfer request #98-020, Kindergarten to Bell Elementary School from Dixie County for the 1997-98 school year.  Ronald Smith seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


PERSONNEL

Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Thomas, Craig Watson made a motion to appoint Sherry Rogers as Secretary/Bookkeeper, effective July 7, 1997.  Ronald Smith seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


James Vickers made a motion to approve Pat Hodge for summer employment, July 8 and July 9, 1997; to approve an extension of summer work days (4 additional days) for Angie McKenzie and Nancy Williams; to approve district in-service on July 1, 1997 for Bell and Trenton, English teachers, grades 6 through grades 12; to approve four summer work days between July 14th and July 31st, 1997 for Tina Gaidry and Jane Lee; and to approve the addition of Ed Davis to the summer school personnel list.


The Board took a break from 10:40 A.M. to 10:50 A.M.  Chairman Rexroat declared that he has a conflict of interest regarding item 8-F. and will abstain from voting on the item.  After presentation of information regarding quotes received for a health care provider to perform physicals for bus drivers, Craig Watson made a motion to table item 8-F. to the July 15, 1997 meeting.
