PUBLIC HEARING - 7:00 P.M.

The Board conducted a public hearing, as advertised, regarding capital outlay fund expenditures.  James Vickers made a motion to approve amending the capital outlay fund expenditures to include the payment for educational facilities and sites due under a lease-purchase agreement for an administration building.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

The motion was seconded by Ronald Smith.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


STUDENT TRANSFERS

Craig Watson made a motion, which was seconded by J.M. Everett, to approve student transfer request #98-076, 6th Grade to Bell Middle School, 9th Grade and 12th Grade to Bell High School for the 1997-98 school year from Columbia County.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.
