CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS


There were no delegations present wishing to address the Board.


PROJECTS

Bobby Cresap, JRA Architects representative, updated the Board on current projects at the Trenton and Bell campuses.  Mr. Cresap requested revisions of the documents which would separate the Bell Elementary School and the Bell High School project and approval for field verification of the existing survey of the high school site.  Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, James Vickers made a motion to approve document revisions for the total cost of $106,604.00 and having Mills Engineering verify the existing survey as proposed in Option C for a total of cost of $6,000.00 with a completion date of two (2) weeks which would be concurrent with document revisions.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Craig Watson made a motion, which was seconded by J.M. Everett, to approve releasing  90% of the contract price to the contractor and to insure the $80,000.00 remaining in the contingency fund for construction use through the NEFEC risk management coverage.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.


SEWAGE/WATER TREATMENT PLANT

Lee Mills from Mills Engineering addressed the Board regarding the sewage/water treatment plant at Bell Elementary School.  Mr. Mills was accompanied by Andrew Carswell, engineer and Ed Toby from the University of Florida.  No action was necessary from the Board.


PROJECTS

Bobby Cresap also addressed the Board regarding the use of natural gas at the Bell facility.  No action was necessary.  


FURNITURE FOR BELL ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

Wayne Barfield, representative from Steve Ward & Associates, displayed furniture samples chosen for the new Bell Elementary School.  No action was required by the Board at this time.

TEACHING ACADEMY

Superintendent Don Thomas shared information received from NEFEC regarding a Teaching Academy and work session with Dr. Phil Schlechty.  No action was necessary.


BELL HIGH SCHOOL RENOVATION

Bobby Cresap and Superintendent Thomas discussed with the Board the need for doing as many site preparations as possible over the summer in order to insure the safety of students returning for the 1997-98 school year.  Superintendent Thomas recommended using existing furniture at the new Bell Elementary School, using the remaining 96-97 fiscal year dollars for the Bell High School site preparations and postponing the purchase of new furniture for Bell Elementary School until after Phase II dollars are received.  No Board action was necessary.


PUPIL PROGRESSION PLAN

Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, presented Pupil Progression Plan requirements for grades 9-12 and grades 6-8 including exceptional student education.  Ronald Smith made a motion to approve the Pupil Progression Plan.  James Vickers seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
