STUDENT TRANSFERS

Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to approve the JROTC trip to Camp Blanding in Starke for June 22 through June 29, 1996.  Mr. Hutchinson's motion was seconded by Craig Watson.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


Ronald Smith made a motion to approve Trenton Elementary 5th grade to walk to Music 'N Motion Skating Rink on May 29, 1996.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  There was unanimous approval from Board.


SUMMER RECREATION PROGRAM

Dr. James Surrency, Assistant Superintendent, addressed the Board regarding a summer recreation program.  Superintendent Thomas recommended approval.  Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to approve the summer recreation program.  Mr. Hutchinson's motion died for lack of a second.  Craig Watson made a motion that the summer recreation program not be approved.  The motion died for lack of a second.  Craig Watson then made a motion, which was seconded by Ronald Smith that this item be tabled until 6:30 P.M.  Approval of the Board was unanimous to table.


PROJECTS UPDATE

Craig Watson seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

Gary Rexroat made a motion to table the FHSAA Resolution until the first meeting in June.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.
