Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Craig Watson and seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


MINUTES


Motion was made by Ronald Smith and seconded by Raymond Hutchinson to accept the minutes of the meeting held on June 11, 1996.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS


Jim Cooper appeared before the Board regarding adding an additional resource officer in the school system with grant funds available through the Sheriff's Office.  Craig Watson made a motion to add the resource officer item to the agenda for good cause.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Approval to add the item was unanimous.  Gary Rexroat then made a motion, which was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, to approve the additional resource officer.  Board approval was unanimous.


Dr. James Longstreth, Principal at Bell High School, presented a check in the amount of $1,000.00 from the Year Book for payment toward their loan.


CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT PRESENTATION

Chris Doolin with Robert Jones and Associates and Kevin Smith with Ajax Construction addressed the Board regarding the construction management at risk program.  No action was necessary.


SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT PLAN PRESENTATIONS

Terry Owens, Principal at Trenton Middle/High School, introduced Rick Reed who presented the School Improvement Plan for Trenton High School.  The Board unanimously approved the plan with the motion being made by Gary Rexroat and seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.


Ms. Jane Erwin presented the Gilchrist County Adult School plan.  Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to approve the Adult School Improvement Plan.  Craig Watson seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


The School Improvement Plan for Bell Middle/High was presented by Principal Dr. James Longstreth.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve and Ronald Smith seconded.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


Dr. James Surrency advised the Board that all of the School Improvement Plans had previously been approved by the District School Advisory Council.


PROJECTS UPDATE

Tom Panico, Director of Operations, updated the Board regarding the status of current projects.  


PORTABLES

Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to approve leasing five portables for Bell High School, 3 portables for Bell Elementary School and either leasing or purchasing one large portable for Trenton Elementary School.  Ronald Smith seconded Mr. Hutchinson's motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


AGREEMENT/CONTRACT

Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the Contract with Carey Newton Construction for the bus facility canopy.  Craig Watson seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


COMMUNICATIONS SYSTEM - TRANSPORTATION DEPARTMENT

Horace Hart, Director of Transportation, addressed the Board regarding a communications system.  Mr. Hart requested that the board consider checking into the feasibility of radios in lieu of cellular telephones for the bus fleet.  Superintendent Don Thomas supported Mr. Hart's request.


Craig Watson made a motion to remove the cellular phones bid item which was tabled earlier.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.  Craig Watson then made a motion, which was seconded by Gary Rexroat, to reject both bids received for the cellular phone system.  


Ronald Smith then made a motion to approve purchasing four (4) cellular bag phones with power packs to be used on the buses for field trips and athletic trips.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Craig Watson made a motion to authorize the Superintendent to have the Division of Communications provide bid specifications for a radio system for the Gilchrist County School System.  The motion was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


STUDENT TRANSFERS

Ronald Smith made a motion to approve request #96-036, Kindergarten to Bell Elementary School and 9th Grade to Bell High School from Columbia County for the 1996-97 school year.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


TRIPS

Craig Watson made a motion to approve bus driver participation for Wanda Besch, Thomas Brown and Brenda Hart in the Southeastern School Bus Safety Road-E-O in Orlando on July 1, 1996 with the Board paying $25.00 registration fee and rooms.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve one bus for trips for Trenton summer basketball league on Tuesdays and Thursdays commencing Tuesday, June 18 and ending Thursday June 11, 1996 with the first game being in Cross City and the remainder of the games beings in Williston.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


SAFE DRIVER PLAN

Horace Hart, Director of Transportation, presented the proposed Safe Driver Plan.  Gary Rexroat made a motion, which was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, to approve advertising to incorporate the plan in board policy.  Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to amend the original motion by striking the sentence on page 2 which reads "If a driver is terminated due to excessive points....".  Ronald Smith seconded Mr. Hutchinson's motion to amend.  Vote of the Board to amend the original motion was unanimous.
