SAFETY AWARD PRESENTATION

Gilchrist County elementary schools were the recipients of the Safety Awards for the 1995-96 school year.  Ted Bennett, representative from North East Florida Education Consortium, presented a check in the amount of $1,000.00 to be divided between the two schools, to Jean Ledvina, Principal of Trenton Elementary School and to Dr. Gwen Durham, Principal of Bell Elementary School for improved safety records. 


CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS


A parent addressed the Board regarding attendance for an out of county student.  A mother expressed her concerns regarding a student who had been expelled.


DISCIPLINARY REVIEW

In a closed hearing, the Board heard testimony regarding Student #2191410095 who was expelled earlier from Trenton Middle School.  The student, his mother and Chris Hadley, representative from Juvenile Justice, were present.  After hearing the parties, Superintendent Don Thomas recommended that the student be readmitted to the Learning Center on the Trenton campus.  Gary Rexroat made a motion that the superintendent's recommendation be approved and the student be allowed to the Learning Center at Trenton.  Ronald Smith seconded the motion. The closed hearing continued with the Board addressing the expulsion recommendation for student #5018265504.  The student nor his parents were present.  After reviewing the testimony presented, Craig Watson made a motion to expel student #5018265504 for the remainder of the 1996-97 school year and all of the 1997-98 school year.  Mr. Watson's motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.


INFORMATIONAL/DISCUSSION ITEMS

Lynette Langford and Janice Beach presented information regarding technology at each school site.  No board action was necessary.


Nancy Rowe updated the Board on the Alternative Education program.  Action from the Board was not necessary.


STUDENT TRANSFER

For good cause, Chairman Vickers requested adding item #24 to the agenda.  Ronald Smith made a motion to add item #24, student transfer, to the agenda.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Board vote was unanimous to add the item.  Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Thomas, Ronald Smith made a motion to approve the student transfer from Levy County for the 1996-97 school year.  Gary Rexroat seconded the motion.  Board approval was unanimous.


USE OF FACILITIES

William O'Rourke Jr. addressed the Board on behalf of the Sports Club for Young Latins, regarding the use of facilities at Bell High School.  Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the request to use practice fields at Bell High School pending proof of insurance and proper documentation.  With no second forthcoming, Chairman Vickers relinquished the chair to Vice Chairman Gary Rexroat.  Mr. Vickers then seconded the motion made by Gary Rexroat.  Discussion ensued. Mr. Rexroat then stepped down and Mr. Vickers resumed the chair.


PROJECTS UPDATE

Director of Operations, Tom Panico, updated the Board as to the status of current projects.


Bobby Cresap, representative of JRA Architects, made a presentation to the Board regarding the Trenton Full Service School.  Mr. Cresap requested approval of a change order on the contingency allowance for the Trenton Cafeteria and Classroom Project in the total amount of $2,700.22.  Craig Watson made a motion, which was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, to approve the Contingency Allowance Change Order in the total amount of $2,700.22.  Board approval was unanimous.  


Ronald Smith then made a motion to authorize the Chairman and the Superintendent to sign a change order for the Trenton project in the total amount of $16,640.41.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.  The Board tabled item 5-D., Bell Carpet Purchase Order, to the mid October meeting.


AWARD BID

Gary Rexroat made a motion to award the bid on the 1967 International Bus, ID #416360H733187, to A.M. Kelly Jr. in the total amount of $175.00.  The motion was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


PERSONNEL

Upon the recommendation of Superintendent Don Thomas, Craig Watson made a motion to appoint Nichole H. Martin as temporary, one-half time teacher aide through October 11, 1996 with an effective date of September 24, 1996.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  Vote of the Board was unanimous.


Raymond Hutchinson made a motion, which was seconded by Ronald Smith to appoint Vicki Gay as instructional aide effective September 24, 1996.  The motion carried unanimously.


Based upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve early release time not to exceed the maximum state requirement of six college credit hours, through the end of the current school year for Pam Legler with Ms. Legler providing proof that the needed courses are not available at any other time; and that an agreed upon supplement be paid to an instructor who is approved to sign-off on all required speech and language paperwork for so long as this position meets state requirements.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


Craig Watson made a motion to appoint Linda Davis as two hour lunchroom monitor, effective September 30, 1996.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


ANNUAL PROGRAM COST REPORT

Cathy Bandy, Director of Finance, presented information regarding the Annual Program Cost Report.  Ronald Smith made a motion, which was seconded by Gary Rexroat, to approve the Annual Program Cost Report.  Board approval was unanimous.


INTERNAL SCHOOL ACCOUNTS AUDIT REPORT

Craig Watson made a motion to approve the internal school accounts audit report.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded Mr. Watson's motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


SUPPLEMENT WORK FORCE

Sheree Lancaster, Board Attorney, presented information regarding the use of inmate labor.  No action was required from the Board.


FARM LEASE

Craig Watson made a motion to approve the Farm Lease with Larry and Barbara Ann Langford.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


CHANGE MEETING DATE

Ronald Smith made a motion to change the first November meeting to Thursday, November 7, 1996 at 10:00 A.M. and to change the mid October meeting to Monday, October 14, 1996 at 5:00 P.M.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  Approval was unanimous.
