Motion was made by Ronald Smith and seconded by James Vickers to accept the minutes of the meeting held on June 6, 1995, June 12, 1995 June 20, 1995 and July 6, 1995.  Vote was unanimous for approval.

Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Raymond Hutchinson and seconded by James Vickers.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


DELEGATIONS


Mr. Kenneth Frey addressed the Board regarding the qualifications of substitute teachers.  


Dr. James Longstreth, Principal of Bell High School, presented a check in the amount of $1,500.00 to the Board to be applied to the Bell High School yearbook loan.


Superintendent Don Thomas introduced Ms. Jean Ledvina, the new principal at Trenton Elementary School.  


AWARD BIDS/PROJECT UPDATE

Don Morgan, Board Architect, presented information on the re-roofing bids.  It was the recommendation of Mr. Morgan that the bid from Perry Roofing be rejected.  Of the three (3) manufacturers of coal-tar roofing, one manufacturer has advised Mr. Morgan that he has terminated the certification for Perry; the second manufacturer has pulled the certification for Perry and at the time of the Board meeting, Mr. Morgan had not received a response from the third manufacturer.  James Vickers made a motion, which was seconded by Gary Rexroat to reject the bid from Perry Roofing and to award the bid for reroofing the Trenton Music Building to Beacon Sales in the amount of $51,375.00 and to award the bid for reroofing the Trenton Elementary Entrance to Stephens in the amount of $19,549.00.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Mr. Morgan updated the Board on the current projects.


Bobby Cresap and David Vincent with JRA Architects presented Phase III of the Bell special facilities project to the Board.  Ronald Smith made a motion to approve Phase III.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.

INSURANCE BID

Peggy Hamlin, Director of Finance, presented information regarding student/athletic insurance.  Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to approve Fowinkle and Schroer as the best plan in the amount of $16,145.00 for athletic insurance and for student insurance.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


CONTRACT

Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve the hay cutting contract for the Trenton FFA with Grady Jones and Jeff Beach.  Ronald Smith seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.




James Vickers made a motion to approve the Bell High School Cheerleading Camp Agreement with UCA Summer Camp.  The motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


TEXTBOOK APPROVAL

Ronald Smith made a motion to approve the Silver Burdett Ginn social studies series for grades K through 5 for Bell Elementary and Trenton Elementary.  James Vickers seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


PERSONNEL

Gary Rexroat made a motion appoint Jean Ledvina as the Trenton Elementary Principal effective July 17, 1995; to appoint Terry Carnley, JoAnn Weaver and Sandra Jones to a ten (10) month instructional position, effective August 8, 1995; to appoint John Yencho to a part time instructional position effective August 8, 1995 for 1996; to approve a ten (10) month Outreach Liaison position for the Juvenile Justice Partnership Grant for 1995-96; to appoint Charles Houser as temporary skilled trades effective July 20, 1995 for 1995-96; to approve additional summer employment days for Nancy Clark, July 24 through July 27; July 31 through August 3, 1995; for Lori Summers July 25 through July 27 and July 31, 1995; to approve the resignation of Pauline Sauls effective July 12, 1995; to approve a leave of absence for Lisa Willis from September 1, 1995 through January 1, 1996 and to approve two (2) instructional positions, one at Trenton Elementary School and one at Bell Elementary School.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


TENTATIVE MILLAGE LEVY AND BUDGET 

James Vickers made a motion to approve the tentative budget and millage levy as presented by the Superintendent to be advertised with local effort millage being 6.909, discretionary millage of .76 and capital outlay of 2.000 mils for a total of 9.669 mil and to approve for advertising the Notice of Tax for School Capital Outlay and the Notice of Tax Increase as presented.  Raymond Hutchinson seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


A public hearing on the budget was scheduled for Monday, July 31, 1995 at 7:00 P.M. in the Trenton High School auditorium.

Ronald Smith made a motion, which was seconded by James Vickers, to approve the Option to Purchase with Lena Mae Martin and with Lavern Sanders for the property adjoining the Bell campus.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.
