MINUTES


Motion was made by Raymond Hutchinson and seconded by James Vickers to accept the minutes of the meeting held on July 19, 1995.  Vote was unanimous for approval.

Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Gary Rexroat and seconded by Ronald Smith.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


DELEGATIONS


There were no delegations present wishing to address the Board.


PROJECTS UPDATE

Award Bids


Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to award the bid for underpinning Building 18 at Trenton Elementary School to Magnum Piering of North Florida in the total amount of $13,294.00.  James Vickers seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Ronald Smith made a motion, which was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson, to award the diesel bid to Baxley Oil Company in the amount of $.0185 per gallon.  Approval was unanimous.


BELL SCHOOL PHASE III ADDENDUM AND CERTIFICATION 


Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve addendum #1 to the Bell School renovation and expansion project.  The motion was seconded by Ronald Smith.  Vote of the Board was unanimous for approval.


Based on the certification of JRA Architects and approval by the Department of Education, James Vickers made a motion to approve the Phase III construction documents for Bell school expansion and renovation and certify that they are complete and in compliance with building and life safety codes (state requirements for educational facilities).  Mr. Vickers motion was seconded by Gary Rexroat.  Approval of the Gilchrist County School Board was unanimous.


PUBLIC HEARING

The Gilchrist County School Board held a public hearing on the tentative approval of the millage and budget.  After listening to the concerns of the citizens who attended the hearing, the Board took the following action:


Raymond Hutchinson made a motion to tentatively approve the millage levy for Local Required Effort of 6.909 mills, the Capital Outlay Millage of 2.00 mills and the Basic Operating Discretionary Millage rate of .51 mills.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  Approval was unanimous.


Ronald Smith made a motion to tentatively approve the Supplemental Operating Discretionary Millage rate of .25 mills.  James Vickers seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


James Vickers made a motion to tentatively approve the Tentative Budget as presented by the Superintendent.  Gary Rexroat seconded.  The motion carried.


Gary Rexroat made a motion, which was seconded by Ronald Smith to have the final budget hearing at 6:00 P.M. on Tuesday, September 5, 1995 with the regular September meeting starting at 2:00 P.M. at the Gilchrist County Courthouse.  Board approval was unanimous.


ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, Gary Rexroat made a motion to adjourn which was seconded by Raymond Hutchinson.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.  The Board adjourned at 9:04 P.M. into Executive Session.
