PROJECTS UPDATE

Tom Panico, Director of Operations, updated the Board as to the status of current projects.


PUBLIC HEARING

At 10:30 A.M., the Board held a public hearing regarding the purchase of real property adjoining the Bell school site.  Raymond Hutchinson made a motion, which was seconded by Ronald Smith, to approve the Option to Purchase with Lavern Sanders and an Option to Purchase with Lena Mae Martin dated July 19, 1995.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS

Gary Rexroat made a motion to approve advertising for an architect on the Trenton capital improvement projects.  James Vickers seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.


AWARD BIDS
