MOCK ACCIDENT

Janet Bradley, Director of Middle Grades/Dropout, along with David Briton and Deborah Jones with the Gilchrist County Emergency Medical Services, addressed the Board regarding the staging of a mock accident at the Trenton and Bell campuses.
